BOOK THE FIFTH.

THIRD VISIT TO THE SANDWICH ISLANDS—CONCLUSION OF
THE SURVEY OF THE COAST OF NORTH-WEST AMERICA._

*—~—CHAPTER 1L

Leave the coaft of New Albion—Arrive off the eaft point of Owhyhee—Exa-
mine Whyeatea bay—Vifited by Tamaahmaah—Proceed to Karakakooa bay
—T'ranfallions t/zcre-—-chmrture of the Deedalus for New South Wales.

Ovur pr.g_gwﬁ from the coaft of New Albion, ftill attended with light
variable winds, was fo flow, that at noon of the 15th the fhores were
yet in fight, bearmg from N.17E. t0 5.69E.; thc former, Being the
neareft, was dlﬁarﬂ"] leagues ; the obferved latitude was 3o0° 14, longi-
.tude 243° 57%

In the afternoon, the wind' blew a moderate gale at w.~.w., which
brought us by day-light the next morning within fight of the ifland of
Guadaloupe. This ifland is compofed of high naked rocky mountains ;
15 about thirteen miles long, nearly in a north and fouth direétion,

" with two rocky iflets; one lying W.s.w., at the diftance of half a league ;

the other lying fouth, two miles from its fouth point, which is fituated
in latitude 28° 54, longitude 241° 38. The wind at N. w. continued to
blow a pleafant gale with fair weather until midnight; but.at this time it
veered round, and fettled in the north-eaft trade. Our diftance was now
about 75 leagues from the coaft, and it is probable the north-weft winds
do not extend far beyond that limit, as the wind that fucceeded continued
without calms, or other interruptions, between the N.r. and E.N.E,,
blowing a fleady, gentle, and pleafant gale.

On the 22d, in latitude 23° 24, longitude 234>37’, the variation of
the compals was 7° caftwardly; here we had thirty hours calm, after
which we had a gentle breeze from the ~.E.; this as we proceeded was
attended firft by cloudy and gloomy weather, and afterwards with rain,
and fudden gufts or flurries of wind. On the 25th, a tropic bird was
feen, and a common gull that appeared to be much fatigued, and in-
clined v alight on board.

This very unpleafant weather, fimilar to that which we had experi-
enced in this neighbourhood about the conclufion of laft january, fill
continued; and on the 2gth, in latitude ry®.’, longitude 231° 58/, the
wind, after veering to the s. E., became light, and, like the weather, was
very unfettled, We were now pafling the fpot afligned to the los Majos
Hles, at the diftance of a few miles only to the fouthward of our former
track; but we perceived no one circumftance that indicated the vicinity
of land. B . ‘

On the g1ft, the wind feemed to be fixed in the northern guarter, but
the atmofphare was ftill very unpleafant, an_d the .gloowy weidther was
now accompanied by much rain. On the gd of january, in lautude 18°
34, longitude 213° 32/, a very heavy fwell rolled from the y.w ., and
the wind .in that direétion was light, with alternate calms, attended by
foggy or dark hazy weather until the 6th, when in lattude 19° 1¢', lon-.
gitude 208° 48, we had a few hours of fair and pleafant weather; this was
again fuccecded by the fame gloomy atmofphere that we had experienced
during the greater part of this paflage, and the wind continued to be
very variable between the N, w. apd s.s.w. In the afternoon of the
following day the weather was more favorable, and the wind from the

northward
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northward fettled in the N. E; to this we fpread all our canvafs in the

cxpc&atlon of feeing the illand of Owhyliee at_day-light the next morn- <

ing. The wigd however flackened during the mght, and the weather
being dark and gloomy, it was not until about nine oclock in the fore-

noon that Mowna-kaah was difcovered fhewing his hoary head above the
clouds, bearing hy compafs w. 4 5.3 but the haze and mift with which
the diftri€t of Aheedo was mveloped prevented our difcerning the fhores.

'The obferved latitude at noon was 19° 52'; at this time the eaft end of
Owhyhee bore by compafs s. 52 w., at the diflance of 10 leagues, by
which it appeared, that Arnold’s chronometer, No. 14, had erred in lon-
gitude fince our departure from the coaflt of New Albion 27'; his No.

176, 21’; Kendall’s, 52'; and the dead reckoning 3° 40'; all bemg to the

caftward of the truth. This error has however been correted, in aflign- A

ing the feveral fituations during this paflage.

We ftood for the land until fun-fet, when being within 2 leggues of
the fhore, we employed -the night in preferving our flation off thatsparg
of the coaft, where we expetted to find the harbour or bay of Whyeatea;
in queft of which I-dthateked Mr. Whidbey in the cutter the next
morning, attended by a boat from the Chatham, and another from the
Dadalus, all well armed. The appearance of the fhores did not feem
much in favor of our finding a more eligible fituation here than at Ka-
rakakooa, for accomph{hmg our feveral purpofes nouuthftandmg the
reprefentation that had been made to us of its being very commodious.

The bg ,_‘;ts had 'fcarcel), departed when fome of the natives came off
in their ‘caggesput. owing to a very heavy fwell from the northward,
they could bring us but few refrefhments. As foon as they underflood
who we ¥ere, they told us that Tamaahkmash, with feveral of ahe prin-
cipal chiefs, weretnén on fhore waiting in expeétation of our arrival:
. and then immediately made the beft of their way towards the fhore, pro-
claiming our return to their country with thouts, apparently of great joy
and gladnefs.

About ten in the forenoon we were honored w1th the prelence of

the king, with his ufual conﬁdence and ' cheerful difpofition. It was

" impoffible to miftake the llappmefs he expxeffed on feeing us again,
B2 which
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it which feemed to be greatly increafed by his meeting us at this, his moft

=222 favorite part of.the ifland; where ke hoped we fhould be able to re-
main fome time, to take the .benefits arifing from its fertility ; which,
from the appearance of the neighbouring fhores, feemed to promife an
abundant fupply of the various refrefhiments' thefe countries are known to
produce.

Tamaakmaah had noticed the boats in their way to the fhore, and
trufted they would return with a favorable report; which he, as well as
ourfelves, anxioufly waited for until five in the evening. Mr. Whidbey
now informed,me, that during the pré¥alence of the foutherly winds, in
the more advanced part of the {pring feafon, Whyeatea might probably
be found a tolerably fecure and convenient place, as the land formed a
deep bay, which was additionally fheltered by-a reef lying off its fouth-
eaflt point, with foundings from 25 to 6 fathoins, clear fandy bottom; at
leaft as far as his examination had extended. This had not been very
minute, as the bay was intirely expofed to ‘the northerly winds, which
then blew very ftrong ; and being attended with a heavy fea from that
quarter, rendered any attempt to land frudi oWif boats impraficable.
On this report 1 determined to proceed to Karakakooa, as that bay
was - mdrfputably at this time the moft fecure and convenient port for
fhlppmg of any in the Sandwich iflands. ‘

. My intention was dlre&ly made known to Tamaakmaah, and I requefl-

“ed that he Would give us the pleafure of his company thither; well
knowing that'his influence over the inferior chiefs and the penole would
be attended with the moft defirable confequences, in pr‘@fervmg the har-
mony and goed underftanding -that already fo happily exifted. He did
not ‘however feem much inclined -to ‘accept ‘my invitation, or to give
me a pofitive anfwer; but requefted, that the veffels hight remain fome
days in this neighbourhood, to avail -ourfélves of the ample fupply of .
refrefhments that might be procured here, before we proceeded to any
other part of the ifland ; adding, that he would remain w1th us to fee this
bufinefs properly performed. “

I was by no means difpofed to agcede to ‘the wifhes of the king, nor
was I fatisfied with the arrangement he’had propofed.

The
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"The veflels having been driven far to leeward on the morning of the a1
1oth, and the wind then blowing firong from the northward; attendéd mmwy
with a very heayy fea, I pointed out and explained to Tamaakmagh, the
great improbability of our being able to comply with his_defires, and the
necefiity of our proceeding without delay to fome place of fecure ancho-
rage, for the purpole of refitting; renewing at the fame time and in the
{trongeft terms, my fohcitations for his company. I did not fail to en-
force how important his prefence would neceffarily be, not only to us
for whom he had ‘repeatedly cxpreffed the greateft refpett and friend-
{hip, but alfo to the welfare of his own fubjeéts. He readily acknowledged
the propriety of my obfervations, and- how much he was inclined to
adopt the meafure I had propofed; but he now avowed that he could

.not accompany us, as the taboo appertaining to the feftival of the new
year demanded his continuance for a certain period, within the limits
of the diftri€t in which thefe ceremanies had commenced. The time of
interdi€tion was not yet expired, and it was not poflible he could abfent,
himfeclf without the particular: fantion -of the priefts. To obtain this
indulgence, he confidéred is—prefence to be indifpenfibly neceflary
on fhore at the morai. Aware of the fuperior influence poflfefled by
the priefthood, and of the ftri€t adherence of all ranks to their fuper-
ftitions, I fufpeéted that if Tamaakmaak went on.fhore they would not
«llow him to return; for this reafon 1 recommended, that one of- the
chiefs in his fuite fhould repair thither, -and -make khews the king’s
pleafure. But as this propofal did not feem to meet his ideas, or to be
confonant’ tn huswifhes, I reflolved not to detain him congrary to his
own free\wﬂl and inclination, or by any other means than thofe of per-
fuafion. “¥et as I confidered his attendance to be an objett of ta0 much
importance to be #eadily relinquifhed, I had recourfe to a fort of ar-
tifice, that I had rcafon to beheve would anfwer my purpofe by its ope-
ration on his feelings. 1 defifted from all importunities, and attributed
his declining my invitation to a coolnefs and a- relaxation in the friend-
fhip he had formerly fhewn, and pretended to entertain; and I ftated, that

I had no doubt of foon finding amoncﬁ the other iflands fome chief,
2 whofe
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whofe amﬁancc, proteftion, and authority, would on all occafions be
readlly afforded.

Tamaakmaah had always been accuftomed ‘to attend .our meals, and
breakfaft in particular he was extremely fond of partaking with us;
but under the reproach he had juft received, of a want of friendthip, no
folicitation could prevail on him to accept of any thing at table ; he fat
in a filent thoughtful mood, his fenfibility was probed to the quick, and
his generous heart, which continued to entertain the warmeft friendfhip
and regard, not only for me but for every one in our little community,
yielded t6 oyr withes; though at thé®rifk of incurring the difpleafure of
the priefts, by an unprecedented breach of their religious rites. At
length he determined, that his half brother Crymamakoo fhould be fent to
the priefts, to communicate his intentions of accompanying us. On my
faying, that this refolution made me very happy, and met my hearty
concurrence, he replied, that I had treated him unkindly in fufpefting
titat his friendfhip was abated, for that it remained unfhaken, as his fu-
ture conduét would demonftrate; but that he confidered himfelf to be
the laft perfon in his dominions who eught-1v violate the eftablithed
laws, and the regulations of the country which he governed.

Our little difference being thus amicably adjufted, heate a hearty break-
faft; and havmg given his brother the neceﬂary inftruétions for governing

_this part of the ifland during his abfence, in which bufinefs they were

occupied anhour, Crymamakoo was difmiffed, and dire€ted to return with
all convenient fpeed to communicate the anfwer of the priefls.
Thoroughly convinced of the purity of Tamaghmatkls fricndly inten-
tions, I had receded from my former determination with refpeft to him,
or anyother of the chiefs, {leeping on board the fhip. Our party now con-
fifted of feven chiefs, three of whom were accomparied by their favorite

females ; but Tahew-man-noo; the king’s confort, was not of the number.

As fhe had never failed in her attendance on him, the caule of her ab-
fence became a fubjeét of inquiry, and I had the mortification of under-
flanding that a feparatxon had taken place, in confequoncetof its having

becn
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been reported, thag too great an intimacy had fubfifted between her-and
Twanna.

Iunderftood (rom the king’s attendants, that the infidelity of the queen
was by no means certain; and as I well knew the reciprocal affettion of
this royal pair, and as fhe was then rcﬁdmg with her father at, or in the
neighbourhood of Karakakooa, I thought 1t a charitable office, to make
a tender of my endeavours for the purpofe of bringing about a reconci-
liation. In reply to this obtrufion of my fervices, Tamaakmaak exprefled
his thanks; and aflured me, that he fhould be always happy to re-
ceive any advice on flate affairs, or'ny public matters, cfpecially where
peace or war might be concerned; but-that {uch diffcrences as might
occur in, or refpeét, his domeftic happinefs, he confiderced to be totally out
of my province.  This rebuff I filently fuftained; cherifhing the hope that
the period would arrive, when I fhould be able to prevail on him to en-
tertain a different opinion. .

The wind from the northward, attended with a very heavy fea, redu-
ced us to our clofe-reefed toplails, and as we flood in fhore in the after-
noon a very ftrong curreni evrdently prefled us to leeward. The appear-
ance of the weather indicating no favorable or early change, there was
little probability of our foon feeing Crymamahoo, or any of the inhabi-
tants of Ahcedoo ; this induged the king to call his whole Tetinue toge-
ther, both male and female, In order to take their advice as to his pro-
ceeding, without firft receiving the religious affent hc\‘a&d—vdl[patched
Crymamahoo to obtain.  The refult of thmr deliberations was, a unani-

-
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mous opinfon thasthe priefts would, on a certainty, accede tq his withes. -

'This had been undoubtedlv the prcvxous fentiment of the king, or he would
not have thijruéted his brother, in the manner he had done, how 4o con-
duct himfell during Jpis abfence..

. Although I earncftly wifhed to avoid being the caufe of endangering
his popularity, yet I was fo anxiouﬂy defirous of his company, that[
did not hefitate a moment mn giving my hearty concurrence to this deter-
minatio, inYorder"that we ml&ht make the beft of our way to Karaka-

'kooa
Our
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Our courfe was now direfled round the eaft point of the ifland, along
its fouth-eaft fide ; we made a tolérably good progrels; and as we paffed
the diftri® of Opoona, dn the morning of the 11th, the weather being
very clear and -pleafant, we had a moft  excellent view of Mowna Roa’s
fnowy fummit, and the range of lower hills that extend towards the eaft
end of Owhyhee. From the tops of thefe, about the middle of the de-
{cending ridge, feveral columns of fmolte were feen to afcend, which
Tumaakmaak, and the reft of our friends faid, were occafioned by the
{ubterranean fires that frequently broke out in violent eruptions, caufing
amongft the natives fuch a multplicity of fuperflitious notions, as to give
rife to a religious order of perfons, who perform voicanic rites; confift-
ing of various facrifices of the different produétions of the country, for
the purpofe of appeafing the wrath of the enraged demon.

On approaching the fhores of the diftri&t of Kaoo, we were met by
{everal of the inhabitants, bringing in their canoes fome refrefhments and
other produftions of the country. Thofe who firft approached us feemed
to be much furprized, and many of them were not a little alarmed at
feeing their king on board ; inquiringWith “great carneftnefs, whether

his being there;, and having broken the {aboo, was by his own choice,

or by compnlfion. On being affured by all prefent that Tamaahmaah,
and <he reft of the chiefs, were under no reftraint whatever, but were

: ﬂcompanymg us by their own free will, they became perfelily fa-

tisficd ;- and “appeared to be equally fo on underftanding, that it was
the king’s pleafure, that the hogs and vegetables they had brouoht oft
fhould be delivered on board, without their receiving. an’;&equxvalem in re-
turn; nor could we, without giving Tamaahmaalh {erious offence, have
mfrmged this order, which feemed to be very checrfully éomplied with
on the part of his fubjefls; and, in the courfe ¥f the forenoon, the
veflels procured a fufficient fupply for their prefent confumption. Whe-
ther the king accounted with thefe people afterwards for the value of
their property thus difpofed of, or not, I could not rmhtly underftand ;
but from the great good humour with which they complxed fwith the royal
order, and from fome converfation with onc of the king’s attendants, re-
‘ fpc&mg
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{peting the value of the refrefhments fo delivered, I had reafon to be-
lieve that a compenfation would be allowed to them. . ]

Shortly after poon we were oppofite the fouth point of the ifland » and,
as a report had been circulated that clofc round, on igs weftern fide,
good anchorage and excellent +fhelter had been found, (though it had
efcaped the notice of Captain Cook) Mr. Whidbey was difpatched in the
cutter, in order to afcertain the truth of this affertion, which was foon
proved to be void of foundation ; for although a firong wefterly gale pre-
vented Mr. Whidbey from making a very minute exanination, yethe clear-
ly difcovered that the fhores were nearly ftraight, and expofcd to a moft
tremendous_{urf, that broke with fuch fury as to render landing, if not
impoflible, highly dangerous, even to thole of the inhabitants who are
moft expert in the management of their canoes.

The wind continued- to blow very ftrong between wefl and ~.w.
until the morning of the 12th; when it became variable, and allowed us

9
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to make but a very flow progrefs towards Karakakooa. Tamaa/ment .

being very anxious that we fhould gain the place of our deftination, went
on fhore for the purpoic of placing lights to conduét us in the evening
to our former anchorage; where, about ten the following night we an-
chored near an American brig, named the Lady \Vaﬂnington, command-
ed by Mr. John Kendrick. .

As we worked into the bay many of the inhabitants were affembled on
the fhores, who announced their congratulations by {houts-ef-joy, as, on
our diffcrent tacks, we approached the fhores of the neighbouring villages.
At this late houmany of our former friends, parucularly of the fair fex,
loft no tyme m teﬁlfymg the fincerity of the public {entiment in our fa-
vour. Youpg and Davis we had likewile the plealure of finding in the
exercife of thofe jugicieus principles they had fo wifely adopted, and by
sheir example angfadvice had fo uniformly been carried into effett. The
great propriety with which they had conduéted themfelves, had tended
m a high dﬁgree to the comfort and happinefs of thefc people, to the
gmtiﬁca’tion of th@r own feelings, and to a pre-eminence in the good
opinion of the king, that had intitled them to his warmeft affe€lions.
The fame fort of cfteem and regard, we underltood, was fhewn to

Vour. III _ C . them,
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them, if not by all, at lealt by the well-difpofed- inhabitants of the
ifland.

"The Difcovexy was fecured nearly in her former ftation on the follow-
ing morning; and the Chatham and Dadalis were difpofed of in the
moft convenient manner for carrying into execution the refpeétive fer-
vices that cach had to perform.

Mr. Kendrick had been here about fix weeks, and it was with infinite
pleafure we underflood, that during that time he had not only been li-
berally fupplied by the inhabitants of the ifland with 1ts {everal pro-
duélions, but that the fame orderly, and civil behaviour had been ob-
ferved towards him, which we had 'f’xpenenccd on our former vifit;

and which we had every reafon to expe& would be continued, from the
affurances we received from the chiefs, and from the acclamations of the
people, which had refounded from all quarters on our arrival.

Tamaakmaah underftanding that it would be neccffary that we fhould
land parts of the cargoes of all the veffels, appointed proper places for their
reception; and knowing we had no more men than we could conflantly
cmploy for the fpeedy accomplifhment of this bufinefs, he undertock
to be anfwerable for the fafety and fecurity of every thing we might
have occafion to put on {hore, without our having any guard there for
its prote€lion. He alfo gave orders that his people fhould fill all our
water ‘cafks; and as he confidered that bartering with the [everal chiefs,
and other imdividuals, for the valuable refrefhments of the country, would
not om'}f be troublefome and unpleafant, but might give rife to difputes
and mifundgrftandings between the partIes, he defirgcave wolld daily,
or as often as fhould fuit our convenience, make our demands known to
him, and’ he would take care that the three veflels were duly fupplied
with every neceffary refrefhment.

This confiderate and very friendly arrangement I wawhappy to ¢oncur’
in, and at day-light on wednefday morning three large canoes, laden
with forty very fine hogs, and thirty fmall ones, with a pyoportionate
quantity of vegetables, were, by the dn‘e&xons of the king! diftributed
amongft our three ve{Tcls

On
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On this occafion, it was impoflible to avoid making a comparifon be-
tween our reception and treatment here, by thefe untaught children of
nature, and the ceremonious conditional offers of accommodation we
experienced at St. Francifco and Monterrey, from the educated cjvilized
governor of New Albion and California.

After the large canoes had delivered their acceptable cargoss, they
received and took to the fhore the live cattle, which I had been more
fuccelsful in bringing from New Albion than on the former occafion.
Thefc confifted of a young bull nearly full grown, two fine cows, and
two very fine bull calves, all inhigh condition; as likewife five rams, and
five ewe fheep. 'Two of each of thefe, with mo& of the black cattle, were
given to the king; and as thofe I had brought laft year had thrived ex-
ceedingly well; the fheep having bred, and one of the cows having
brought forth a cow calf; I had little doubt, by this {econd importation,
of having at length effefted the very defirable objet of eftablifhing in
this ifland a brecd of thofe valuable animals.

I learned from Tamaakhmoak, that he had iffued the ftriteft orders to
to regulate the conduét and behaviour of his people towards us, as he
trufled would be the means of infuring a continuance of the harmony
that had {o happily fubfifted on our former vifits to his dominions; and
he added, that he had many enemies even amongft the chiefs of Owhy-
hee, who were not unlikely to ule their endeavours for the purpofe of
fruftrating his good intentions, and that it was very important_ tif ( he
defigns of fuch ill-difpofed perfons fhould be watchfully guarded agaihft.
I thanked Tamaatynash for his vigilant attention to preferye our tran-
quillity and comfort, and informed him, that I had alfo iffued orders and
dircélions fimilar to thofe given on my former vifit. Thefe having the
fame tendency, ay operating to the fame end, with thofe enjoined by
himfe]f, would, oped, be effe€tual in affording us the recreation and
enjoyment of the .country, and in fecuring to us a continuation of the
then fubfiffing fr 1cndly intercourfe.

Thefe neceffary prec'xutlons being taken on both fides, we imme-
diately began upon the various fervices that demanded our attention.
Thofe appertaining to the reception of the provifions and ftores from

Cz the
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the Dzdalus, were the primary objefls of our confideration; and by the
orderly and docile behaviour of all clafles of the inhabitants, this bufinefs
was carried into execution with a degree of facility, and confidence in
our pcrfe& fecurlty equal to the accommodation that could poflibly have
been obtained in any port of Europe.

There were not at this time many of the principal chicfs in our neigh-
bourhood. Our former friend Kakowmotoo paid us an early vifit, with
a prefent of twenty large hogs, and a proportionable quantity of vege-
tables. He was not, however, in his ufually cheerful good fpirits, but
was much deprefled, in confequence of a violent indifpofition- under
which his favorite fon Whokaa laboured, {from a wound he had received
in the exercife of throwing the fpear with a man of mean rank. After
a long contention for fuperiority, their play, it feemed, terminated in
earneft, and the young chief received his adverfary’s fpear, which was
barbed, in the throat, Much difficulty had attended its being taken out,
which had occafioned a wound that had baffled all their art to cure, and
had reduced him to the laft ftage of his exiftence. His antagonift was
{oon feized, and the next day his eyes. were pulled out, and, after re-

- maining in that deplorable ﬁate two days, he was executed, by being

ftrangled with a rope.

As fome of the gentlemen mtended to accompany Mr. Mcnzies on an
excur‘ion into the interior part of the country, they were, agreeably to
ourwmlan of regulations, attended by a chief of the village of Kakooa
wxé'l fevéral of the king’s pcople, who had dire€tions’ to fupply all their
wants, and to afford them every aﬂiﬁance and fervice-dhat they might
require.

The harmony that had attended the execution of all our employments
had fo facilitated the equipment of the veflels, thaty by the following
tuefday, the bufinefs in the Difcovery’s hold was in thadlate of forward-
nefs as to permit our attending to other objefts. The aftronomical de-
partment claimed my firft thoughts; and being of fuch matemal import-
ance, 1 was anxious to lofe no time in fending the ténts, obfervatory,
and inftruments, on fhore, now that a party could be afforded for their
prote&xon On this occafion I was furprized to find the king make fome’

: objettions
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b)e&xom to their being ereted in their former f{ituation, near the mmm ;
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qxvmor us as a reafon, that he could net fanétion our mhabmnu the tqbooed e

lands, withouts previoufly obrtaining the permiffion of an old woman,
who, we underftand, was the daughter of the venerable. Kaso, and wife
to the treachcrous.Koaf/..'* Being totally unacquainted before, that
the women ever poflefled the leaft authority over their confecrated pla-
ces, ‘or religious ceremonies, this circamftance much furprized me;,
clpecially as the king fcemed to be apprehenfive of receiving a refufal
from this old lady; and which, after waiting on fhore for fome time,
proved to be the cafe. Tamaakmaak obferving my difappqintment, in-
trcated me to fix upon fome other*part of the bay; but as it was ealfily
made obvious to his underftanding that no other fpot would be equally con-
Jvenient, he inftantly aflembled fome of the principal priefts of the morai,
and after having a ferious conference with them, he acquainted me, that
we were at liberty to occupy the confecrated ground as formerly, which
we accordingly took pofleflion of the next morning.

Mr. Whidbey, who had charge of the encampment, attended it on
fhore under a guard of fix marines; thefe were fent, however, morc
for the fake of form than for neceflity; as Tamaahmaah had appointed
onc of his half brothers, Trywhookee, a chief of fome confequence, to-
gether with feveral of the priefls, to proteft, and render the pasty on
ihore every fervice their fituation might demand. To this fpot, as
our former vifit, none were admitted but thofe of the loucty o'quﬂ
the principal chicfs, ‘and fome few of their male attendants ; no women,
on any pretence wWhatever, being ever admitted within the {acred limits
of the morai.

The unfortunate fon of Kahowmotoo had been brought by His father
from one of his pgincipal places of refidence, about fix miles north
‘of the bay where/fze unfortunate accident happencd, to the village of
Kowrowa, in order to benefit by fuch medical or other afliftance as we
might be able to afford, but without efteét; for in the afternoon he
brcathed his laft. **

'The periodical taboo, that ought to have comenced the follbwing

evening, was, on this occafion, fufpended, to manifeft that they were
offended

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oflended with their deity for the death of this young chief; whole lofs
feemed to be.greatly deplored by ll the family, but moft particululy
fo by-Kahowmotoo ; of whom I took a proper opportunjty of inquiring
when.the corpfe would be interred, and if there would be any objettion
to my attending the funeral folemnitics. - To this he made anfwer, that
the burial would take place the day following, and that he would come
on board at any convenient hour, and accompany me-on fhore for that
purpofe. ,

I remained perfeltly fatisfied with the promile made by Kakowmotoo ;
and was the next morning greatly difappointed on his informing me, that
Kavaheero, the chief of the village at which his fon had died, had, in
the courfe of the night, unknown to him or any of his family, caufed
the body of the young chief to be interred in one of the fepulchral holes
of the fteep hill, forming the north fide of the bay. This circumf{tance
could not but be received as an additional proof of their averfion to our
bécoming acquainted with their religious rites, and their determination to
prevent our attendance on any of their {acred formalitics.

The party accompanying Mr. Menzies returned with him on faturday.
after having had a very pleafant excurfion, though it had been fome-
what fatiguing in conlequence of the badnefs of the paths in the inte-
rior country, where in many places the ground broke in under their feet.
Their obje€t had been to gain the fummit of Mowna Roa, which they
| XI»’&JQ&' been able to effeét in the direftion they had attempted it; but
t}‘:ey had reached the top of another mountain, which though not {o lofty
as Mowna<owna, or Mowna-kaah, is yet very confpicuous, and is called
by the natives Worroray. This mountain rifes from the weftern extre-
ity \QP!he ifland; and on its fummit was a volcanic crater that readily
accounted for the formation of that part of the couptry over which they
had found it fo dangerous to travel. “The good offtwes of their Indian
guidc""aﬁd fervants received a liberal reward, to which they were highly
intitled by their friendly and orderly behaviour. !

The whole of the retinue that had attended Tamazhmaah from Ahee-
doo, with the addition of fome new vifitors, lived intirely on board the”
fhip, and felt themfelves not only perfeftly at home, but very advan.

‘ tagcoufly.
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tageoufly fituated, in being enabled to purchale fuch commodities of 1794
their own produce or. manufaéture whigh were brought to ug for fule, as” e
attra@ed their agtention, with the prefents which they received from
time to time. Notwithftanding this mdulgence which I thought could
not have failed to keep them heneft, fuch is their irrefiftible properfity
to thieving, that five of my table knives were miffing. ‘The whole par-
ty floutly denied having any knowledge of the thefi; but as it was evident
the knives were ftolen by fome of them, I ordered them all, except the
king, inftantly to quit the fhip, and gave pofitive dire€lions that no one
of them fhould be re-admittede Befide this, I deemed it e\pedxer't to
make a point with Tumaahmaal thae the knives fhould be refored. He
faw the propriety of my infifting on this demand, and before noon three
of the knives were returned. ‘

The taboo, which had been poftponed in confequence of Whokaa’s
death, was obferved this evening, though not without holding out a.fen-
timent of refentment to their deity for having fuffered him to die; for
inftead of its continuing the ufual time of two nights and one whole day,
this was only to he in force from fun-fet to the rifing of the fun the fol-
lowing mornmg ; which the king having obferved, returned to us as foon Sundsy =5.
as the ccremonies were finifthed. , .

Being very much difpleafed with the ungrateful behaviour of his at-
tendants, 1 demanded of Tamaakmaah, in a ferious tone, the two kniv es
that had not yct been- reftored. I expatiated on the difgracethat, zp-
tached to every individual of the whole party, and the confequence of
the example to all the fubordinate claffes of his people. Ha appeared
to be much chagrined, and to fuffer a high degrec of mortification at the
very unhandfome manner in which I had been treated ; this was'Rill fur-
ther incrcafed, by ong ofhis moft particular favorites having been charged,
and on juft grounde] as one of the delinquents.

About noon he went on thore, in a very fullen humour, and did not
return until Thad fent for him in the evening, which fummons he
very rcadily o‘bcvc‘d 5" and foon another knife was returned, which he de-
clared was the only one he had been able to find; and that if any more

. were yet miffing, they muft have betn foft by fome other means. The
truth,
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truth, as we afterwards underftood, was that the knife had been given,

“—y—— by the purlomer, to a perfon of much confequence, over whom Tamaah-

maal did not wilh to enforce his authority.

Thefe knives had not been flolen, as might be naturally imagined, for
their value as'iron inftruments, but for the fake of their ivory handles.
Thefce were intended to have been converted into certain neck ornaments,
that are confidercd as facred and invaluable.. The bones of fome fifh are.
with great labour, appropriated to this purpolfe; but the colour and tex-
ture of the ivory {urpafling, in fo eminent a degree, the other ordinary
material, the temptation was too great tosbe refifted.

Under tlie particular circumftances, which we underftood attended the
miffing knife, I readily put up with its lofs ; becaufe, in fo doing, I was
relieved of the inconvenience which a number of noify and troublefome
vifitors had occafioned. Thefe, however, paid dearly for their difhonefty,
in being abridged the great fource of wealth which they had enjoyed on
board, and which had enabled them to procure many valuable commodities
of their own country, at the expence of afking only for {uch of our Euro-
pean articles as the feller demanded.

Our bufinefs in the hold being finifhed, the feamen were employad
in a thorough examination of all the rigging ; and although this was the
ficlt time, with re(peél to the lower rigging, that an examination had taken
p!acé fince the fhip was commiflioned, we had the fatisfaction of finding
1t '1 m}u:h better condition than, from the trials it had endured, we
SBuld reafonably have expefted.

Since the death of Whokaa, Kahowmotoo had not paid the leaft atten-
tion to the Oy hyhean taboos; but as’ fimilar interdi&ions were to take
place og the 28th, on the ifland of Mowce, thefe he punélually ob-
ferved: and on the following day Tamaahmaal allp was again thus re-
ligtoufly engaged; but as there were no prayers on 'Jyis day, the pcople
at large feémed to be under little reftriétion.

On thurlday -we were favored with the company of Terree-my-tec,

Crymamahioo, Tianna, and fome other chxcfs, from thy diftant parts of Llu,
fland.

Ll

Their arrival had been in confequencc of a fummons. from the kirig,
who had called the grand council of the ifland, on thc fubjeét of i its cel-

* fion
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fion to the crown of Great Britain, which was unanimoufly defired.
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This important bufinefs, however,, for which their™Nattendance had e

been demanded, appeared o be of fecondary confideration to all ‘of
them ; and the happinefs they exprcﬂ'cd on our return, together with
their cordial behaviour, proved, bevond difpute, that our arrival at
Owhyhee was the obje&t moft conducive to the pleafure of their jour-
ney. Even Tianna condufted himfelf with an unufual degree of good
humour; but as neither he, nor his brother Nomataha%, from their
turbulent, treacherous, and ungrateful difpofitions, were favorites
amongft us, his humility, on this occafion, obtained him only the reputa-
tion of pofleffing a very {uperlor degree of art ard duplicity. But as the
principal objeét I had in view was to prelerve the good underftanding
that had been eftablifhed between us, and, if poffible, to fecure it on a
pc*rmanent bafis, for the benefit of thofe who might fucceed us at thefe
iflands, I waved all retrofpettive confiderations, and treated Tzannas with
every mark of attention, to which his rank, as one of the fix provin-
cial chiefs, intitled him, and with which, on all occafions, he appcared
to be highly gratified.

Thele chiefs brought intelligence, that a quantity of timber which
had been fent for at my requeft, was on its way hither; it had been cut
down under the dire€tions of an Englifhman, whofe name was Boid, for-.
merly the mate of the floop Wathington, but who had relinquifhed that
way of life, and had entered into the fervice of Tamaakmaah. He ap-
peared in the charadter of a fhipwright, and had undertaken to build,
with thefe- matermls, a vefle] for thc king, after the European fathion ;
but not having been regularly broucrht up to-this bufinefs, both himfelf
and his comrades, Young and Daws, were fearful of encountcrmg 700)
many difficulties ; efpectally as they were all much at a lofs in the firft out-
fet, that of laying,.f{?)wn the keel, and properly fetting up the frame;
but could they be rightly affifted in thefe primary operations, Boid
{(who had the appearance of being very induftrious and ingenious) fcem-
cd to entertain 1o deubt of accomplithing the reft of their underta-
king. '

\—— vor that he valued far beyond ewcry other obligation in my power to
beftow, by permitting our carpenters to begin the veflel ; from whofe
example, and the affiftance of thele three engineers, he was in hopes that
his people would hereafter be able to build boats and fmall veflels for
themfelves. : '

An ambition fo truly laudable, in one to whole hofpitality and friend-
thip we had been fo highly indebted, and whofe good offices were daily
adminiftering in fome way or other to our comfort, it was a grateful tafk
to cherifh and promote ; and as our carpenters had finifhed the re-cquip-

Saurday 1. ment of the veflels, on the 1t of february they laid down the keel, and
began to prepare the frame work of His Owhyhean Majefty’s firft man
of war. The length of its keel was thirty-fix feet, the extreme breadth
of the veffel nine feet and a quarter, and the depth of her hold about five
feet 7 her name was to be The Britannia, and was intended as a prote€lion

“ to'the royal perfon of Tamaahmaah; and I believe few circumflances in
his life ever afforded him more folid fatisfaétion.

It was not very likely that our ftay would be fo protraéled, as to al-
low our artificers to finifh the work they had begun, nor did the king
feem to expet I fhould defer my departure hence for that purpofe; but
confrled in the aflertion of Boid, that, with thc afliflance we {hould af-
ford him, he would be able to complete the vellcl.

In th€ evening a very ftri€t taboo commenced ; it was called T%c taboo
of the Hakcoo, and appertains to the taking of two particular kinds of
filh; one of which, amongfl thefe iflanders, bears that name; thele are
not lawful to be'taken at' the fame time, for during thofe months that
the orte is permitted to be caught the other is prohibited. They arc
very _pur}&ua] in the obfervance of this anniverfary, which is, exelu- [
fively of their days, months, and year, an additionatymeans of dividing
their time, or, perhaps, properly {pcaking, their fcafons. The conti-
nuance of this interdi¢tion ought to have extended to ten'days; but as
it is the prerogative of the king to fhorten its duration in any one .
particular diftriét, he’ direted on our account that in the diftriét of

Akona
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Akona it fhould ceafe with the men on the morning of the 4th, and thh
the women on the day following.

Motft of our eflential bufinels was nearly brought to a conclufion by
the 6th, and our remaining here for,the accomplifhment,of what yet re-
mained to be done, was no longer. an objet of abfolute ncceffity ; yet
I was induccd to prolong our flay in this comfortable fituation for two
rcafons ; firft, becaufe the plan of operations I intended to purfue, in the
profccution of the remaining part of our furvey on the coaft of North-
Weft America, did not require our repairing immediately to the north-
ward ; and fecondly, becaufe our former experience amongft the other
iflands had proved, that there was 1fo profpett of obtaining that abundant

fupply of refrefhments which Owhyhee afforded, even at the expence of
arms and ammunition ; articles that humanity and policy had uniformly
diftated me to with-hold, not only from thefe iflanders, but from cvery
tribe of Indians with whom we had any concern. .

The completion of our furvey of thefe iflands required flill the exami-
nation of the north fides of Mowee, Woahoo, and Attowai; and re-
ferving fufficient time for that purpofe, I determined to {pend here the
reft I had to fpare, before we fhould proceed to the American coaft.
This afforded an opportunity to Mr. Menzies and Mr. Bgker, accom-

panicd by fome others of the gentlemen, to make another excurfien in-

to the country for the purpofe of afcending Mowna Roa, which now
appeared to be a tafk that was likely to be accomplifhed ; as we had under-
ftood from the natives, that the attempt would be lels difficult from the
fouth poin’t of the jfland than from any other direftion. For this pur-
pofe the party, furnithed by Tamaakmaak with a large double canoe,
and a fufficiert number of people, under the orders of a fleady careful
chief, fat out, in the confidence of receiving every affiftance and atten-
tion that could bz neceffary to render the C\pedmon mtereﬂmg and
agreeable.
The D&dalus being, in all refpe&s, ready to depart for port Jackfon,
L ieutenant Hanfon off the 8th received his orders from me for that pur-
pofc together with a copy of our furyey of the coaft of New Albion,
D e fouthward
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Ftél?fn fouthward from Monterrey, and fuch difpatches for government as I

‘——— thought prope¥ to tranfmit by this conveyance, to the care of the com-
manding officer at that port. p

Some plants of the bread fruit were alfo put on board, in order that

Mr. Hanfon, in his way to New South Wales, fhould endeavour, in the

cvent of his vifiting Norfolk ifland, to introduce there that moft valuable

produttion of the vegetable kingdom.

CIIAPTLER
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CHAPTER 1L

Sequel of tranfaltions at Karakakooa—Ceffion of the ifland of Owhyhee—
Aftronomical and nautical obfervations.

WHIL ST the re-equipment of the veflels was going forward in this
hofpitable port, I had remained chiefly on board ; but having now little
to attend to there, on funday I took up my abode at the encampment,
highly to the fatisfattion of the king; who, for the purpofe of obtain-
ing fuch knowledge as might hereafter enable him to follow the example
of our artificers, had paid the ftriéteft attention to all their proceedings in
the confiruction of the Britannia. This had latterly fo much engaged him,
that we had been favored with little of his company on boargl the veffels ;
yet I bad the fatisfallion of refle€ting, that his having been occafienally
with us, and conftantly 1 our neighbourhood, had been the means of
reftraming the ill-difpofed, and of encouraging the véry orderly and
friendly bcehaviour that we lad experienced from the inhabitants with-
out the leall mterruptian whatever, An unitormn zeal directed the con-
duct of every Indian, in the performance of fuch offices of kindnefs as
we appeared ts ftand in need of, or which they confidered would be ac-
ceptable s thele were ekecuted with fuch prompuitude and cheertulnels,
a5 to inglicate thatahey confidered their labours amply repaid by our ac-
ceptance of their fervices ; yet I truft they were better rewarded than if
thev had 'aétc'd on more ntercited principles.

Qur receptiom and’ entertainment here by thefe unlettered peopie,
who in general have been diftinguifhed by the appellation of favages. was

fuch as, I believe, is fcldom equalled by the moft civilized nations of

Europe,
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Europe, and made me no longer regret the inhofpitality we had met with
at St. F rancifce”and Monterrey. ( The temporary ufe that we withed to
make of a few yards of the American fhore, for our orvn convenience
and for the promotion of {cience, was not here, as in New Albion, granted
with reftri€tions that precluded our acceptance of the favor we folicited ;
on the contrary, immediately on our arrival an ample {pace, protefted
by the moft facred laws of the country, was appropriated to our fervice ;
whilfl thofe of our finall community whofe inclinations led them into
the intenior parts of the ifland, either for recreation, or to cxamine its
natural produétions, found their defires met and encouraged by the kind
afliftance of Tumaakmaak, and their icveral purfuits renducd highly en-
tertaining and agrecable, b} the frxendﬂnp and hofpitality which was
thewn them at every houfe in the courfe of their excurfions.

A condutt fo difintereftedly noble, and uniformly obferved by fo un-
tutored a race, will not fail to excite a certain degree of regret, that
the firft focial principles, teaching mutual fupport and univerfal bene-
volence, fhould {o frequently, amongft civilized people, be facrificed 1o
fufpicion, jéaloufy, and diftruft. Thefe fentiments had undoubtedly
very flrongly operated againft us on a recent occafion; but had the gen-
tleman, to whofe aIﬁItance we appealed, but rightly confidered our pecu-
liar ficuation, he muft have been convinced there could not have exifled a
necellity for the unkind treatment he was pleafed to offer to our little
[quadron; and he would have fpared me at this moment the unwelcome
tafk of making this comparifon, by which the world will pencuvc what
I mufl have felt upon that occafion. C

A very {iri€t taboo was on this day to be enforced over all the ifland,
and required that the refpeétive chiefs thould retire to their own cllates,
for the purpofe of rigidly obferving the attendant, {olemnities; which
were to continue two nights and one (ldy In the evont of the .omen's
proving favorable, the chiefs would be permitted to eat of fuch pork as
they mwht think proper to confecrate on this occafion; and high poory,
that 1s, grand prayers would be performed; but ‘fhould the omens be.
ctherwile, the rites werd mitantly, to be fufpended. _

I ‘ Ihad
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I had frcquently exprefled to Tamaakmaak a defire of being prefent on
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fome of thefe occafions; and he now informed me, that he had obtained s

for me the confent of the priefts, provided I would, duritig the continu-
ance of the intctdiftion, attend to all the reftriétions which their religion
demanded. '

Having readily promifed to ‘comply with this condition, I was with
fome degree of formality vifited by feveral of the principals of their re-
ligious order, one of whom was diftinguifhed by the appellation of
Eakooa, no Tamaahmaal; meaning the god of Tamaakhmaak. This
prieft had been onc of our frequent attendants, notwithftanding which,
he was, on this occafion, detefted in ﬁealing a knife; for which offence he
was immediately difimiffed from our party, and excludcd from the pre-
cinfts of our encampment.

» The reftraints impofed confifted chicfly in four particulars; firft, a total

feclufion from the company of the women; fecondly, partaking of no
food but fuch as was previoufly confecrated; thirdly, being confincd to
the land, and not being afloat, or wet with fea water ; and fourthly, not
rcceiving, or cven touching, the moft trivial article from any one, who
had not attendcd the ceremonies at the morai.

Thefe reftriflions were confidered neceffary to be obferved by the
whole of our party refident on fhore; and about fun-fet weattended the
{fummons of the king at the mdrai, who was there officiating as high prieft,
attended by fome of the principal refidents of their religious orders,
chanting an invocation to the fetting fun. This was the commence-
ment of thcﬁ, facred rites; but as [ propofe to treat this fubjef more
fully on a future oceaﬁc)n, I fhall for the prefent poftponc the detail of
my oblervations, and briefly ftate, that their prayers feemed to have
fome regularity and form, and that they did not omit to pray for the
welfare of His Britannic Majefty, and our fafe and happy return to our
native tountry. ‘A certain degrce of order was perceptible through-
out thefe ceremonies, accompanied by many f{uperfhtious and myfle-
1ious formalmes, ax'aongf_l which, a very principal one was performed
sbout the dawn of day. At this time the moft profound filence was

required of every creature within licaring of this facred place.  The

king then repeated a prayer in a low tone of voice with the greateft fo-
lemnity, and in the middle of it he took up a live pig tied by the legs,
and with one*éffort dathed it to devath againft the ground; an operation
which muft be performed without the fmalleft interruption or cry from
the viétim, or.without the prevailing filence being broken by any noife
whatfoever, though of the moft trivial kind. This part of the fervice is
fuppofed to announce their being on terms of friendfhip with the gods,
on which the further ceremonies were carried into execution. A num-
ber of hogs, plantains, and . cocoa-nuts, were then confecrated for the
principal chiefs and priefts; the more common produttions, fuch as
fith, turtle, fowls, dogs, and the feveral efculent roots, that compofc
their food during the intervals between thefe more facred-zaboo’s, were
not now ferved- up, but for the firft time fince our arrival, they fared
fumptuoufly on thofe more delicious articles. The intermediate day
and the fecond night were pafled in prayer, during which we {ound no
difficulty in complying with the prefcribed regulations: and f{oon after
the fun arofe on the 14th, we were ablolved 1rom any further attention
to their facred injunctions.

Moft of our Indian friends returned to our party the fmlowmg day;
and as we all now fed alike on confecrated pork, they were enabled to
be infinitely*more fociable. Our mode of cookery was generally preferred,
as far as related to the drefling of- ﬁfh flefli, or fowls; but with refpedt to
roots and the bread fruit, they certainly preferved a fuperiority.

Tahowmotoo was amongft the moft conflant of our guefls; but his
daughter, the dilgraced queen, feldom vifited our fide of the bay. I
was however not ignorant of her anxious defire for a recongiliation with
Tamaakmaak ; nor was the fame wifh to be mifunderftood in the con-
dut and behaviour of the king, in whofe good opinion’and confidence
I had now acquired fuch a predominancy, that I became acquainted
with his moft {ecret inclinations and apprehenfions.

His unfhaken attachment and unaltered affe&@ion for Tanguwmannoo, was
confefled with a fort of internal felf convittion_of, her innocence.  He
acknowledged with great candour, that his own conduét had not been
exattly fuch as warrantcd his having infifted upon a {eparation from his.

3 quceen;
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queen; that although it could not authorize, it in fome meafure pleaded
in excufe for, her infidelity ; and, for his own, he alledged, that his hlgh
rank and fupreme authority was a fort of licence for fuch mdu]gences.

An accommodauon, which I conﬁdered to be mutually wifhed by both
parties, was urged in the ﬂronge{l terms by the queen’s relations. To
cffeét this defirable purpofe, my interference was frequently folicited by
them; and, as it concurred with my own inclination, I refolved on em-
bracing the firft favorable opportunity to ufe my beft endeavours for
brmgmo- a rcconciliation about. For although, on our former vifit, 7a-
howmannoo had been r('garded with the moft fa\ orable 1mprc{ﬁons, yet,
whether from her diftrefles, or bacaufe fhe had really 1mprovcd in her
perfonal accomplithments, T will not t"l!(C upon me to determme, but
certain it is, that one, or both of thefe circumftances united, had fo far
‘prepoflefled us all in her favor, and no one more fo than myfelf, that
it had been long the general wifh to fee her exalted again to her for-
mer dignities. This defire was probably not a little heightened by the
regard we entertained for the happinefs and repofe of our noble and
generous friend Tamaakmaah ; who was likely to be materially affetted
not only in his domeflic comforts, but in his political fituation, by re-
cciving again and reinftating his confort in her former rank and confe-
quence,

I was convinced, beyond all doubt,. that there were two or three
of the moft confiderable chicfs of the ifland, whofe ambitious views
were inimical to the-interefts and authority of Tamaahmaah ; and it was
much to he apprehended, that if .thL carneft folicitations of the queen’s
father (whofe condition and importance was next in confequence to that
of the king) fhould continue to be rejeéted, there could be little doubt of
his adding great ftrength and influence to the difcontented and turbulent
chiefs, wluch would operate highly to the prejudice, if not totally to the
deftruion, of Tamaakmaak’s regal power; efpecially as the adverfe party
fcemed to form a conftant oppoﬁtxon, confifting of a minority by no
means to* be defpifef by~the executive power, and which appeared to be
A p1 incipal conflituent part of the Owhyhean polmcs. -

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For thefe fubftantial reafons, whenever he was dxfpofed to liften to fu(h
difcourfe, Idid not ceafe to urge the importance and neceflity of his adopt-
ing meafures fo hxghly effential to hfs happinefs as a man, and to his pow-
er, mtereﬁ and authority as the fupreme chicf of the iland. Al this he
candidly acknowledged ; but his pride threw impediments in the way of a

. reconciliation which were hard tobe removed He"would not of himfelf

become the immediate agent ; and although he confidered it important
that the negociation fhould be conduéted by fome one of the principal
chiefs in his fulleft conﬁdence, yet, to folicit their good offices after
having rejeted their former overtures with difdain, was equally hard to.
reconcile to'his feelings. I ftood nearly in the fame fituation with his
favorite friends; but being thbroughly convinced of the fincerity of
his wifhes, I fpared him the mortification of foliciting the offices he
had rejefted, by again proffering my fervices. To this he inftantly con-’
fented, and obferved that no propofal could have met his mind fo
completely ; fince, by effefling a reconciliation through my friendfhip,
no umbrage could be taken at his having declined the feveral offers
of his countrymen, by any of the individuals ; whereas, had this objett
been accomplithed by any one of the chiefs, it would probably have
occafioned jealoufy and difcontent in the minds of the others.

All, however, was not yet complete; the apprehenfion that fome
conceffion might be fuggefted, or expe&ed on his part, preponderated
againft every other confideration’; and he would on no account con-
fem:, that it. fhould appear that he had been privy to the bufinefs, or
that it had,been by his defire that 2 negociation had been undertaken
for this happy purpofe, but that the whole fhould hdve the appearance
of being purely the refult of accident.

To this end it was determined, that I fhould invite the queen, with
feveral of her relations and friends, on board the Difcovery, for the pur-
pofe of prefenting them with fome trivial matters, as tokens of my friend-
fhip and regard; and that, whilft thus employed, our converfation fhould
be direfted to afcertain, whether an accommodationswas fiill an obje&
defired. That on this appearing to be the general with, Tamaahmaak

1 woukd
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would inftantly repair on board in a hafty manner, as if he had fome-
thing extraordinary to communicatg; that I fhould appear to rejoice at
this accidental meeting, and by inftantly uniting their hands, bring the
reconciliation to pafs without the leaft difcuffion or explanation.on ei-
ther fide. But from his extreme folicitude left he fhould in any degree be

fulpefted of being concerned in this previous arrangement, a difficulty *

arofe how to make him acquainted with the refult of the propofed con-
verfation on board, which could not be permitted by a vérbal meflage;
at length afier fome thought he took up two pieces of paper, and of his
own accord made certain marks with a pencil on each of them, and then
delivered them to me.  The diffefence pf thefe marks he could well re-
collett ; the one was to indicate, that the refult of my inquiries was agrce-
able to his wifhes, and the other that it was the contrary. In the
cvent of my making ufe of the former, he propofed that it fhould not be
{ent on fhore fecretly, but in an open and declared manner, and by way
of a joke, as a prefent to his Owhyhean majefty. The natural gaiety of
difpofition which generally prevails amongft thefe iflanders, would render
this fuppofed difappointment of the king a fubject for mirth, would in
fome degree prepare the company for his vifit, and completely do away
every idea of its being the effe@ of a preconcerted meafure.
- This plan was accordingly carried into execution on the follbwmg
monday. Whilft the queen and her party, totally ignorant of the contri-
vance, were receiving the compliments I had intended them, their good
humour and pleafantry were infinitely hc1ghtened by the jeft I propofed to
pals upon the king, in fending him a piece of paper only, carefully
wrapped up in fome cloth of their own manufaéture, accompanied by a
meflage; importing, that as I was then in the aét of diftributing favors
to my Owhyhean {riends, I had not been unmindful of his majefty.
Tamaahmaal vo {ooner received the fummons, than he haftened on
board, and with his ufual vivacity exclaimed before he made his ap-
pearance, that he yas come to thank me for the prefent I had fent
him, and for my goodiefs in not havmg forgottcn him on this occa-
fion. This was heard by every one in.the cabin before he entered; and
E 2 all
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all feemed to enjoy the joke except the poor queen, who appeared to be
much agitated _at the idea of being again in his prefence. The inftant
that he faw her his countenance exprefled great furprize, jhe became im-
mediatcly filent, and attempted to retire;; but having pofted myfelf for
the efpecial purpofe of preventing his departure; I caught his hand, and

- joining it with the queen’s, their reconciliation wasinftantly completed.

This was fully demonftrated, not only by the tears that involuntarily
flole down the cheeks of both as they embraced each other, and mutu-
ally exprefled the fatisfatlion -they experienced; but by the behaviour
of every individual prefent, whofe feelings. on the occafion were not to
be repreffecf ; whilft their fcnﬁl})i:iity teltified the happinefs which this ap-
parently fortuitous event had prbduced. ‘ . '

A fhort paufe produced by an event fo unexpetied, was fucceeded
by the fort of good humour that fuch’a happy circumflance would
naturally infpire; the converfation foon became general, cheerful, and
lively, in which the artifice imagined to have been impofed upon the
king bore no {mall {hare. A little refrefhment from a few glaffes of -wine,
concluded the {cene of this fuccefsful meeting.

After the queen had acknowledged in the moft grateful terms the
weighty obligations fhe felt for mty fervices on this occafion, Iwas fur-
prized by her faying, juft as we were all preparing to go on fhore, that
fhe had ftill a very great favor to requeft; which was, that I fhould
obtain from Tamiaahmaah a folemn promife, that on her return to his
habitation he would not beat her. The great cordiality with which - the
reconciliation had taken place, and the happinefs that cach of.them had
continued to- exprefs in confequence of it, led me at firlt td confider
this intreaty of the queen’s as a matter of jeft only; but in this I was
miftaken, for. notwithftanding-that Tamaahmaak readily complied with
my folicitation, and aflured me nothing of the kind fhould take place,
yet Tahoumannco would not be fatisfied without my acc'ompanyin'g them
home to the royal refidence, where I had the pleafure of feeing her re-
ftored to all her former honours, and privileges,~highly to the fatisfaétion
of all the king’s fricnds ;- but to the utter mortification of thole, who, by

their
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their fcandalous reports and mifreprefentations, had been the caufe of
the unfortunate feparation.

The domeftiq affairs of Tamaahmaah having thus taken fo happy a
turn, his mind was more at liberty for- political conﬁderatlom ; and the
ceffion of Owhyhee to His Britannic Maijefly became now an objeéi of
his ferious concern. On my former vifit it had been frequently men-
tioned, but was at that time difapproved of by fome of the leading
chiefs ; who contended, that they ought not" voluntarily o furrender
themfelves, or acknowledge their fubjeétion, to the government of a
fuperior foreign power, thhout being completely convinced that fuch
power would prote€t them againfls the- ambitious views of remote or

elghbourmg cnemies. Durmg our abfénce this fubjett had been moft
fcrlouﬂy difcufled by the chicfs in the ifland, and the refult of their de-

liberations was, an unanimous opinion, that, in order to obtain the pro-

te€tion required, it was important that Tamaahkmaah fhould make the’

furrender in queftion, formally to me, on the part of His Majefly ; that
he fhould acknowledge himfelf and people as fubjeéts of the Britifh
crown; and that they fhould fupplicate that power to guard them againft
any future moleftation.

To this att thcy were greatly flimulated by-the treatmqm they had
received from various firangers, by whom they had bceen lately vilited.
Of fome of thefe T was well perfuaded they had had too juft caufe to
complain ; particularly in the fraudulent and deceitful manner in which
the trafiic with the natives had been conduted.

In many-inftances, no compenfation whatever had been given by thefc
civilized vifitors, after havmg been fully fupplied, on promife of making
an ample return, with the feveral refrefhments of the very beft quality the

country afforded. At other times they had impofed upon the inhabi- .

tants, by paying them in commodities of no fervice or value, though
their defeéts were indete@able by the examination of the natives. 'This was
more particularly the cafe in thofe articles which they were molft cager
to obtain).and mofi*Qefirous to poflefs, namely, arms and ammunition ;
.wluch chiefly compofed the merchandize of the' North-Weft American

adventurers,
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Fcb:g:w adventurers. Mufkets and piftols were thus exchanged that burft on
Deing difcharged the firft time, though with the proper loading. To
augment the quantity of gunpowder which was fold, it’was mixed with
“an equal, if nota larger, proportipn of pounded fea or char-coal. Se-
veral of thefe fire-arms, and fome of the powder, were produced for my
infpeftion in this fhameful ftate, and with the hope that I was able to
aflord them redrefs.

Many very bad accidents had happened by the burlling of thefe firc-
arms ; one inftance in -particular came within our knowledge a few days
after our arrival. A very fine aftive young chief had.lately purchafed
a mufket, and on his trying its éffect, with -a common charge of
powder, it burft; and he not ‘only loft fome of the joints of his fingers
on the left hand, but his right arm below the elbow, was otherways f{o
dangeroufly wounded, :that, had it not been for the timely affiftance
afforded him by fome of our gentlemen of the faculty, his life would have
been in imminent danger.

The putting fire-arms into the hands of uncivilized people, is at
beft very bad policy ; but when they are given in an imperfeft and in-
fufficient condition for a valuable confideration, it is not only infamouf-
ly fraudulens, but barbarous and inhuman. Notwithftanding which,
fhould thefe inhabitants refort- to meafures of revenge for the i mJurxcs
thus {uftained, they would be immediately ftigmatized with the epi-
thets of favages and barbarians, by the very pcoplc who had been the
orlgmal caufe of the violence they might think themfelves Juﬂlﬁed in
committing.

Under a convx&xon of the 1mportance of thefe Jﬂands to Greéat Britain,
in the event of an éxtenfion of her commerce over the pacifie ocean, and in
return for the eflential fervices we had derived from the excellent pro-
duétions of the country, and the ready affiftance of its inhabitants, I loft
no opportunity for encouraging their ‘friendly difpofitions towards us;
notwithftanding the difappointments they had met from the traders, for
whofe conduét I could invent no apology ; endeavouring to imprefs them
with the idea, that, on’ fubmxtung to the authority and protetion of a -

fuperior
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fuperior power, they might reafonably expeét they would in future be
lefs liable to fuch abufes.

The long continued praélice of all.givilized nations, of-claiming the’

fovereignty and thrritorial right of newly difcovered countries, had here:
tofore been aflumed in confequence qnly of priority of feging, or of vi-
fiting fuch parts of the,earth as were unknown before; but in the cafe of
Nootka a material alteration had taken place, and great ftrefs had been
laid on the ceffion that Maguinna was ftated to have made of the village
and friendly cove to Sen™ Martinez. Notwithftanding that on the
principles of the ufage above ftated, no difpute could have arifen as to
the priority of claim that England had to the Sandwich iflands; yet I
confidered, that the voluntary refignation of thefe territories, by the
formal furrender of the king and the people to the power and authority
of Great Buitain, might probably be the means of cftablifhing an incon-
trovertible right, and of preventing apy altercation with other ftates
hereafter. |

Under thefe impreflions, and on a due confideration of all circum-
flances, I felt it to be an incumbent duty to accept for the crown of
Great Britain the proffered ceflion; and I had' therefore ftipulated that
it fhould be made in the moft unequivocal and public manner.

For this purpofe all the principal chiefs had been fummoned from
the different parts of the ifland, and moft of them had long fince ar-
rived in our neighbourhood. They had all become extremecly well
fatisfied with the treatment they had received from us; and were high-
ly fenfible of the advantages they derived from our introducing amongft
them only Tuch things as were inftrumental to their comfort, inftead
of warlike ftores and implements, which only contributed to ftrength-
ren the animofities that exifted between one ifland and another, and
enabled the turbulent ahd ambitious chicfs to become formidable to
the ruling power. . They feemed in a great meafure to comprehend
the nature of our employment, and made very proper diftinttions be-
tween our little fquadron, and the trading veflels by which they had
been fo frequently vifited; that thele were ‘engaged in purfuits for

Jthe private emolument of the individyals concérned, whilft thole un-
' ’ der
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der my command afted under the authority of a benevolent monarch,
whofe chief obJe& in fending us amongft them was to render them

‘more peaccab-le in their intercourfe with each other, to furnifh them

with fuch things as could contribute to make them a’ happler pcoplc
and to afford them an opportunity: of becommg more refpeélable in the
eyes of foreign vifitors.

Thefe ideas at the fame time naturally fuggeﬂcd to them the belief, that
it might be in my power to leave the Chatham at Owhyhee for their
future proteion; but on being informed that no fuch meafure could
poflibly be adopted on the prefent occafion, they fecmed content to wait
with patience, in the expc&atlon that fuch attention and regard might
hereafter be thewn unto them; and i in the full confidence that, ac cordmg
to my promife, I would 1epréfent thcxr “fituation and condut in the
motft faithful manner, and in the true point of view that every circuni-
ftance had appeared to us.

"Fhefe people had already become acquamted with four commercial
nations of the civilized world; and had been given to underftand, that
feveral others fimilar in knowledge and in power exifted in thofe diftant

regions from whence thefe had come. This information, as may reca-

fonably be expeéted, fuggefted the apprehenfion, that the period was
not very remote when they might be compelled to fubmit to the autho-
rity of fome one of thefe fuperior powers; and under that impreffion,
they did not hefitate to prefer the Englifh, who had been their firft and .
conftant vifitors.

The formal furrender of the ifland had been delayed in confequence
of the abfence of two principal chiefs: Commanow, the chief of Aheedoo,
was not able to quit the government and protection of the northern and
caftern parts of the country, though it had been [uppofed he might have
delegated his authority to fome one of lefs imporiance than himfelf; but
after fome meffages had paffed between this chief and -Twnaakmnaak, it
appeared that it had not been poﬂible to dlfpcnfe with his prefence in
thofe parts of the ifland.

The other abfentee was Tamdakmotoa, chief of Koarra, the perfon
that had captured the Fair Amcrican [chooner, and with whom I was -

not

not ambitious to have much acquaintance. Since thit ‘perfidious me-
lancholy tranfa&tion, he had néver veértured near-any veffel that had vi-
fited thefe fhorep ; this had been greatly to the prejudxce of his interelt,

and had occafioned him mconcezval)le chagrin and mortification, Of
this he repeatedly complained to Tamaakmaah on our former vifit ; and
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then, as now, folicited the king’s good officés with me to obtain an in-

terview, and permlfﬁon for his people to refort to the veflels, for the fake
of fharing in the fuperior advantages which our traffic afforded. But, to
fhew my utter abhorrence of his treacherous charaéter, and as a punith-
ment for his unpardonable craglty to Mr. Metcalf and his crew, I had hi-
therto 1ndlguantly refufed every’ app.hcatlon that had been made in his fa-
vor. When, howcver, I'came ferxou{ly to.refle@t on all the circumf{tances
that had attended our recépdon and treatment at this ifland, on our for-
mer vifit and on the prefent occafion; when I had reference to the
fituation and condition of thofe of our countrymen refident amcngft
them; and when I recolleted that my own counfel and advice had
always been direted {o to operite on their hafty violent tempers, as to
mduce them to fubdue their animofities, by exhorting them to a forgivenefs
of paft injuries, and proving to them how much their real happinefs de-
pended upon a {tri€t adherence to the rules of good fellowfhip towards
each other, and the laws of hofpitality towards all fuch ftrangers as
might vifit their fhores, I was thoroughly convinced, that implacable
refentment, or unrélenting anger, cxhibited in my own prafice,
would ill accord with'the precepts I had endeavoured to inculcate for
the regulation of theirs ; and that the adoption of conciliatory meafures,
after having evinced, by a difcrimination of charalters, my averfion to
wieked or unworthy perfons, was moft confiftent with my duty as a man,
and with the ftation I then filled. E

In order therefore to ‘eftablith more firmly, if poflible, the friendfhip
that had fo muually taken place, and fo ummenuptedly {ubfifted,
between  us, i)itummed by an a& of oblivion i in my own mind, to
cfface all* former injuries and offences. To this end, and to fhew
shat my condué was governed by the principles I profefled, at the re-

Vou. IIL F’ queft
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queft of Tianna and fome other chiefs I admitted the man amongft us,
who was reputed to be the firft perfon who had ftabbed Captain Cook,
and’ gave leave alfo to Pareea* to' vifit the veflels ; who during the late
contefts had been reduced from his former rank and ﬁt’uatio‘n, and was
at this time refident on an eftate bélonging to Kahowmotoo on the eaft-
ern part of the ifland, in a very low and abje condition.

Tamaakmotoo had already fuffered very materially in his intereft, and
had fenfibly felt the indignity ,offered to his pride, in' being excluded
from our fociety, debarred the gratification of his curiofity, and the
high entertainment which his brethren had partaken at our tables, and
in our company. I gave Tamaakmaah to underftand, that thefe confi-
derations, in conjunétion with his repeated folicitations, had induced me
no longer to regard Tamaakhmotoo as undeferving forgivenefs, and to al-
low of his paying us the compliments he had fo repeatedly requefted ;
provided that he would engage, in the moft folemn manner, that neither
himfelf nor his people (for he generally moved with a numerous train
of attendants) would behave in any manner {o as to difturb the fubfifting
harmony of our prefent fociety, nor conduét themfelves, in future, but
with a due regard to honefty, and the principles of hofpitality.

To thefe conditions I was given to underftand, Tamaahmotoo would
fubfcribe without a murmur ; and, on their being imparted to him, I
received in reply a moft humble and fubmiffive anfwer, that hc would
forfeit his own exiftence if any mifdemeanor, either on the part of
himfelf, or of any of his followers, fhould be committed. The diftri€t
over whigh his authority regularly extended, was the next diftrict
immediately to the northward of us; but his apprchenfions left we
thould retaliate the injuries he had done to others, had induced him
to retire to the eaftern parts of Amakooa, as . being the moft remote
from our ftation. His progrefs towards Karakakooa, fince his wvifit
had been permitted, had been very flow; and as’ he had advanced
he had frequently fent forward meflengers, to inquire‘}fl ftill conti-
nued the fame friendly difpofition towards him; ¥md to requeft that I

would return a renewal of my promifcs, that he fhould be rectived in the,
fame.
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fame friendlv manner as I had engaged myfelf he fhould to Tamaahmaah.
Having no intention whatever to depart from this obligation, I felt no
difficulty in repfatmg thefe affurance$ as often as they were demanded:
My promifes, however, were not fufficient to remove his fufpxcxons,
or to fix his confidence; but on his way he ftopped at every morai,
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there made facrifices; and confulted the priefts as to what was portended .

in his vifit by the omens on thefe occafions. - At firft they had been
very unfavorable, but as he advanced the prognofticks had become more
agreeable to his wifhes ; and at length, in the morning of the 1gth, he
appeared in great pomp, attended by a numerous flect of large canoes
that could not contain lefs than g thoufand perfons, all paddling with
fome order‘into the bay, round its northern point of entrance.

Tamaahmaak was at this time with me, and gave me to underﬂand
that Tamaakmotoo generally went from place to place in the ftyle and
manner he now difplayed, and that he was the proudeft man in the whole
fland. . )

After the fleet had entered the bay, its courfe was {lowly direfted to-
wards the veflels; but on a meflage being fent from me, defiring that
Tamaalnotoo and his party would take up their refidence at Kowrowa,
he inftantly retired with his fleet, and foon afterwards, acompanied by
Tamaahmaah, and feveral of the principal chiefs, he vifited the engamp-
ment. At this time I happened to be abfent, but on iny return I found
him feated in our marquee, with feveral of our intimate friends, and
fome ftrangers, who. were all in the greateft good humour imaginable,
and cxhibiting a degree of compolfure that the favage defigning counte-

nance of Tamaalmwtoo could not cven affe®. Not the leaft difficulty
£guld arife in diftinguifhing this chief from the reft of the company, as
his appear ance and depprtment were a complete contrafl to the furround-
ing group, and confirmed in our opinions the unworthinefs of his cha-

rater,”and ev very *report to his difadvantage that had been circulated by
his countrysfien.

Our ficlt [alutatione being over, he caught the earlieft opportunity to offer
an apo]og‘\/z for the offence that had fo juftly kept us ftrangers to each
other. Ile complained of having beeh very ill treated by the crews of

I fome
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P, fome vcffels that had vifited Foeaigh bay, and particularly of his having
‘——~—— been beaten by Mr. Metcalf, commanding the Eleonora, at the time when
his fon, wha afterwards. had the command of the Fair Amcrican, was
on board the former veflcl ; .and -alledged, that the indignities he then re-
ceived had ftimulated him to-have re¢ourfe tothe favage barbarity, before
recited, towards the younger Mr. Metcalf and his people, by a fentiment
of refentment and revenge; but that he entertained no fuch wicked
defigns againft any one elfe; and that his future behaviour, and that of
his dependants, would confirm.the truth of the proteflations. he then
made. After calling upon the feveral chiefs to.vouch for the fincerity
of his intentions, and ‘making every conceflion that could be expclied
of him for his late unpardonable condu, his apprehenfions feemed to
fubfide, as his friends appeared to give him credit for his affertions, and"
came forward as fureties. for the propriety of his future behaviour.

This fubjeét having been fully difcuffed,-and concluded, I fhook Ta-
maakmotoo by the hand as a token of my forgivenels and reconcilia-
tion ; and on confirming this friendly difpofition towards him by pre-
fenting him with a few ufeful articles, approbation and applaufe were
evidently marked in the countenance-of every one prefent.

By the time ghis conciliatory interview was at an end, the dinner was
announced; and as our confecrated pork was exhaufted, Tamaakmaal
had taken care to provide fuch a repaft, confifting of dogs, fith, fowls,
and vegetables, as was fuitable to the keen appetites of our numerous
guefts. The day was devoted to mirth and feftivity ; and the king,
Terrymitee, Tabowmotoo, Tianna, and, indeed, all our old acqqaintances,
took their wine and grog with great cheerfulnefs, and in their jokes did
not {pare our new vifitor Tamaahmotoo, for his awk wardnefs and ungrace-
ful manners at table. i

The glafs ‘'went freely round after dinner; and as this ceremony was
completely within the reach of Tamaakmotoo’s imitation, he was anxious
to excel in this accomplifhment, by drinking with lefs rETé'tve than any
onc at table. I thought it proper to remind him, that as he was not in
the habit of drinking fpirituous liquors like Tamaakmaak anm\the other

chiefs
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chiefs prefent, it was neceffary he fhould be upen his guard, left the
wine and grog fhould difagree with him ; but as his fpirits became ex-
hilarated he becgme lefs attentive to thefe admonitions, @ntil the ope-
ration of the Nquors obliged him to retire. In this flate it 1s not
poffible to imagine a countenance.shore expreflive of indignation, or
of favage barbarity and refentmeént ; his eyes were fixed on me as he
was carried out of the marquee, whilft his- tongue, no longer con-
fined within his lips, indiftinétly uttered attoou-anni, fignifying that I
had poifoned him ; and fome prefent, even of our old acquaintance,
fcemed to be a little concerned for his fafety. The king, however,
laughed at their apprehenfion, and explacmed to them the caule of 7a-
maahmotoo’s indifpofition, which, by the afliftance of a little warm water,
was almoft inftantly removed, and he re-joined our party, to the great
eatertainment and diverfion of his countrymen, who were flill very
pleafantly regaling thcmfelves, and in the perfe&t enjoyment of each
other’s focicty.

In the front of the marquee, feated on the ground were two or three
of Tamaakmotoo’s moft confidential friends and conftant attendants. The
behaviour of thefe people, on their mafter being taken from table, fud-
denly changed, from the moft unreferved vivacity to a fufpicious filence;
their eyes {parkled, and their countenances were exprc}ﬁve of diftruft
and refentment; one of thetn in particular, who I had not obférved
before to be armed, had with him a dagger, made out of, the broad part
of an iron fpit, which he handled with great agitation, and feemed to
be more than half inclined to make ufe of it, to gratfy the revenge
that was ﬁi‘uggling within his breaft. This man contended,’in a fhort
converfation with Tamaakmaah, that Tamaahmotoo had been given a dif-
“ferent bottle to drink out of from the reft of the company ; but on the
king and other perflons annkmg fome wine from the fame bottle, he be-
came pacified ; and the recovery of the intoxicated chief completely did
away his (ufpicic'ms of our having entertained towards his mafter any un-
favorable, intentions, o

. On this occafion, however, I could not avoid reﬂe&mg, how indif-
pcnfab])/zecdfary it is, that the greateft cxrcumfpc&:on and caution
fhould
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{hould be obferved in our intercourfe with fuch ftrangers, unaccuftomed

————’ 10 our manners and way of life; becaufe it may frequently happen, that

the moft difaftrous and fatal confequences may arife from caufes the
lealt to be apprehended, and-in themf{glves of the moft innocent nature.
Notwithftanding that in the inftarkce before us nothing uncomfortable
took place, yet I was firmly perfuaded that we were greatly indebted for

our tranquillity, on this occafion, to the great relpet and efteem which

our condu¢t towards thefe people had previoufly infured us; but had
it unfortunately {o happened, that Tamaakmotoo had died under the ef-

fetts of -the liquor to which his ¢onflitution was unufed, and of which

he had drank inordinately, our having poifoned him would have been
generally received as a fact; whence the natives, naturally concluding that
we had been gui];y of the moft unwarrantable trcachery, 'dley would have
been pardonable in fecking revenge; and under fuch mpreflions ought

rather to have been conﬁdercd as intitled-to our pity for being miftaken ;
than to our refentment for any aéts of injury which the mifunderftand-
ing might have occafioned,

The convocation of the principal chiefs of the ifland by the royal man-
date, failed not to affemble at the fame time moft of the perfons of confe-
quence of both fexes, who took up their refidence in our immediate neigh-
bourhood; which became fo populous, that there was fcarcely a place
wherea temporary habitation could be erefed that remained unoccupied,
efpecially in the.vicinity of the two principal villages of Kakooa and Kow-
rowa. Their numbers amounted now to feveral thoufands, wholc
cheerful good humour, eagernefs to oblige; and orderly behaviour, could
not be furpafled by the inhabitants of the moft civilized country. The
days paffed pleafantly to thofe who devoted them to innocent amufe-
ments, and profitably to others who were engaged in bartering away the’
merchandize they had brought, to exchange for our more valuable com-
modities; whilft thofe of our fociety who extended sheir recrcation on
fhore, beyond the limits of the bay, were received with tite greateft hof-
pitality, and entertained with the general amufemgyts of the country ;
which rendered thefe excurﬁons not lefs interefting than contributory to
health.

The evenings were generally clofed with finging and dancing, and the

nights
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nights were as quiet as the moft orderly towns in Europe; though it was
a late hour moft commonly before they retired to reft. The {pace be-
tween fun-fet apd that time was employed by fome parties in focial .con-

verfation, and by others at various games of chance; and I did not ob-
ferve a fingle inftance in which thefefwere condu€ted, even by the lofers,
but with the greatefttemper and good humour.

Defirous of being conftantly upon the fpot, left any untoward circum-

ftance fhould arife to interrupt the happinefs we enjoyed, my excurfions
were confined to a fmall diftance from our encampment. This however
did not preclude my attending fome of their evening amufements in our
neighbourhood. At one of which, in particular, I was very well enter-
tained.  °

This was a performance by a fingle young woman of the name of
*Puckoo, whole perfon and manners were both very agrccable, Her
drefs, notwithftanding the heat of the weather, confifted of an immenfe
quantity of thin cloth, which was wound round her waift, and extended
as low as her knees. This was plaited in fuch a manner as to give a
pretty effeét to the variegated pattern of the cloth; and was otherways
difpoled with great tafte. Her head and neck were decorated with
wreaths of black, red, and yellow feathers; but excepting thefe fhe wore
no drefs from the waift upwards. Her ancles, and nearly half way up
her legs, were decorated with feveral folds of clesh, widening upwards,
fo that the upper parts extended from the leg at leaft four inches all
round; this was encompafled by a piece of net work, wrought very
clofe, from the mefhes of which were hung the {mall teeth of dogs, giv-
ing this part of hes drefs the appgarance of an ornamented funnel. On
Jher wrilts fhe wore bracelets made of the tufks from the largeft hogs.
Thefe were highly polithed and fixed clofe together in a ring, the
concave fides of the tufks being outwards ; and their ends reduced to a
uniform length, curving naturally each way from the center, were by no
means deftitute of ornamental effeét.

Thus.equipped, Juer appearance on the ftage, before {he uttered 4 fin-
glé wot:?, excited confiderable applaufe from the numerous fpeétators,
who obferved the grcateﬂ: good order .and decorum. In her perform-

ance, which was in the open air, fhe was accompanied by two men,
wha
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who were feated on the ground in the charafter of muficians.. Their
inftruments were both alike, and were made of the outfides or fhells of
largé gourds, open at the top; the'lower ends ground pgrfeétly flat, and
as thin as poflible, without endan&germg their fphttma Thefe were
firuck on the ground, covered with'a fmall quantity of dried grals, and

.in the interval between each {troke, thcy beat with their hands and

fingers on the fides of thefle inftruments, 'to accompany their vocal ex-
ertions, which, with the various motions of their hands and body, and
the vivacity of their countenances, plainly demonftrated the intereft they
had, not only in excelling in their own parts, but alfo in the applaufe
which the lady acquired by her nerformance, advancing or retreating
from the muficians a few fhort {lc‘psgn various direftions, as the nature
of the fubje&, and the numerous geftures and motions of her perfon
demanded. Her fpeech, or poem, was firft began in a flow, and fomewhat
folemn manner, and gradually became energetic, probably as the fubjeét
matter became interefting; until at length, like a true afirefs, the liveli-
nefs of her imagination produced a vociferous oration, accompanied by
violent emotions. Thefe were received with fhouts of great applaufe;
and although we were not fufficiently acquainted with the language to
comprehend the fubjeft, yet we could. not help being pleafed in a
high degree with the performance. The mufic and finging was by no
means difcordant or'%npleaﬁng; many of the ations feemed to be
well adapted, and the attitudes exhibited both tafte and elegance. The
fatisfattion we derived at this public entertainment, was greatly in-
creafed by the refpeétful reception we met from all parties, as well per-
formers as {pefators, who appeared to be infinitely more delighted by
our plaudits, than by the liberal donations which we made on the oe-.
cafion.

Thefe amuféments had hitherto been conﬁned to fuch limited
performances; but this afternoon was to be dedicated to one of a
more {plendid nature, in which fome ladies of confequence, attendants
on the court of Tamaakmaah, were to perform %the principal parts.
Great pams had been taken, and they had gone through many, private
rehearfals, in order that the exhibition this evening might be worthy of

: the
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the public attention; on the conclufion of which I purpofed by a difplay

of fire-works, to make a return for thc entertainiment they had afforded «

us. !
About four o'clock, we were infopmed it was time to attend the royal

dames ; their theatre, or rather place of exhibition, was about a mile to
the fouthward of our. tents, in a {mall fquare, furrounded by houfes
and fheltered by trees; a fituation as well chofen for the performance,
as for the accommodation of the {p eflators ; who, on a moderate com-
putation, could not be eftimated at lefs than four thoufand, of all ranks
and defcriptions of perfons.

A difference in pomt of drefs had bcen obferved in the audience at
the former entertainment, but on this. occafion every one fhone forth
in the beft apparel that could be procured; thofe who had been fuccefs-
ful in their commercial tranfaions with us, did not fail to appear in
the beft attire they had procured ; and fuch as were deftitute of Euro-
pean articles, had exerted their genms to fubflitute the manufa@ure and
produétions of their own country in the moft fafhionable and advanta-
geous manner. Feathered ruffs, or gartering tape in wreaths, adorned
the ladies’ heads, and were alfo worn as ‘necklaces; red cloth, printed
linen, or that of their own manufafture, conftituted the lower garment,
which extended from the wajft to the knees. The men likewife® had
put on their beft maros; fo that the whole prefented a very gay and
lively fpeQacle.

On our arrival, fome of our fnends were pleafed to be a little Jocular
with our appearance at {o- unfathianable an hour, havmg come much
too early fot the reprcfentatxon but as we were admitted into the green
room amongft the performers, our time was not unpleafantly engaged.
The drefs of the aétrefles was fomething like that worn by Puctos,
though made of fuperior materials, and difpofed with more tafte and
elegance A very confiderable quantity of their fineft cloth was pre-
pared for the occafion; of this their lJower garment was formed, which
cxtendcd from their \Waift half way down their legs, and was fo plaited
as to appear very much like a hoop petticoat. This feemed the molft
difficult part of their drefs to adjuft, for Tamaahmaah, who was confidercd

.Vour. IIL G , . to
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to be a profound critic, was frequently appealed to by the women, and his
direftions were-implicitly followed in many little alterations.  Inflead of
the ornaments of cloth and net-work decorated with dogs teeth, thefe la-
dies Irad each a green wreath made of a kind of bind weed, twilted together
in different parts like a rope, which was wound round from the ankle,
nearly to the lower part of the petticoat.  On their wrifts they wore no
bracelets nor other ornaments, but acrofs their necks and fhoulders were
green fafhes, very nicely made, with the broad leaves of the tee, a plant
that produces a very lufcious {weet root, the fize of a yam*. This part
of their drefs was put on the laft by each of the aétrefles; and the party
being now fully attired, the king and queen, who had been prefent the
wholc time of their drefling, were obliged to withdraw, greatly to the
mortification of the latter, who would gladly have taken her part as a
performer, in which fhe was reputed to cxcel very highly:  But the royal
nir were compelled to, retire, even from the exhibition, as they are pro-
hibited by law from attending fuch-amufements, excepting on the feftival
of the new year. Indeed, the performance of this day was contrary to
the eftablifhed rules of the ifland, but being intended as a compliment to
us, the innovation was admitted.

As their majefties withdrew, the ladies of rank, and the principal
chiefs, began to make their appearance. , The reccption of the former
by the multitude was marked by a degree of relpett that I had not be-
fore feen amongft any inhabitants of the countrics in the pacific occan. -
'The audience affembled at this time were flanding in rows, from fificen
to twentysfeet deep, fo clole as to tquch each other; but thefe Jadies no
fooner approached their rear, in any accidental dir¢&ion, than a pa{ﬁg(
was inflantly made for them and their attendants to pafs through in thy
moft commodious manner to their refpettive {lations, where thty feated
themfelves on the ground, which was covered with mats, in the moft advan-
tageous fituation for feeing and hearing the performers. Moft of thefe Ja-
cics were of a corpulent form, which, affifled by their flately gait, the
dignity with which they moved, and the number oftheir pages, who fol-
lowed with fans to court the. refrefhing breeze, or with fly-flaps to dif-
perie the offepding infcfls, anhounced their confequence as the. wives,

daughters,
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daughters, fifters, or-other near relations of the principal chiefs, who how-
ever experienced no fuch marks of rcfpe& or, atiention themfelves ; b¢mg
obliged to makeltheir way through the {pe€tators in the beft manner they
were able.
The time devoted to the decoration of the aftrefles extended beyond
the limits of the quiet patience of the audience, who exclaimed two or
three times, from all quarters, © Hoorah, hoorah, poaliealee,” fignifying.
" that it would be dark and black night before the performance would be-
gin. But the audience here, like {imilar. ones in other countries, attend-
ing with a pre-difpofition to be pleafed,.was in good humour, and was
cafily appeafed, by the addrefs of our faithful and devoted friend Tvry-
whookee, who was the conduétor of the ceremonies, and fole manager on
this occafion. He came forward, and apologized by a fpeech that pro-
duced a general laugh, and cauﬁng the-mufic to begin, we heard no fur-
ther murmurs. g
The band confifted of five men, all ftanding up, each with a hxghly-
polifhed wooden fpear in the left, and a finall piece of the fame ma-
terial, equally well finifhed, in the right hand; with this they beat on
the fpear, as an accompaniment to their own voices in fongs, that varied
both as to time and meafure, efpecially the latter ; yet their voices, and
the founds produced from their rude inftruments, which differed atcor-
ding to the place on which the tapering {pear was firuck, appcared
to accord very well. Having engaged us a fhort time in this vocal per-
formance, the court ‘ladies made their appearance, and were received
with fhouts of «the greateit applaufe. The mulficians retired a*few paces,
and the a€lrelfes took their ftation before them.
. The heroine .of the piece, which confifted of four parts or aéts, had
once fhared the affections and embraces of Tamaghmaak, but was now
married, to an inferior chief, whole occupation in the houlehold was that
of the charge of th( king's apparel. . This lady was diftinguifhed by a green
wreath round the crown of the head ; next to her was the captive daugh-
ter of Titeegee; the third a younger fifler to the queen, the wife of Cryma-
'ma/wo, who being of the moft exalted rank flood in the middle. On each
'ﬁde\o‘f' thefe were two of inferior qualltv, making in all feven aétreffes,
G e Thev
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1794 They drew themfelves up in a line fronting that fide of the {quare that

o) was .occupied by the ladies of quality and the chiefs. Thele were com-
pletely detached from the populace, not by any partition} but, as it were,
by the refpeétful confent of the lower orders of the affembly ; not one
of which trefpaffed or produced the leaft inaccommodation.

This reprefentation, like that before attempted to be defcribed, was
a compound of fpeaking and finging ; the fubjeét of which was enforced
by appropriate geftures and aétions. The piece was in honor of a cap-
tive princefs, whofe name was Crycowcullencaow ; and on her name being
pronounced, every one prefent,.men as well as women, who wore any or-

'naments above their waift, were obliged to take them off,, though the
captive lady was at leaft fixty miles diftant. This mark of refpeét was
unobferved by the aftrefles whilft engaged in the performance ; but the
inftant any one fat down, or at the clofe of the aé, they were alfo
obliged to comply with this myfterious ceremony.

The variety of attitudes into which thefe women thrcw themf{elves,
with the rapidity of their aftion, refembled no amufement in any other
part of the world within my knowledge, by a comparifon with which I
might be enabled.to convey fome idea of the ftage effeft thus produced ;
particularly in the three firft parts, in which there appeared much corre-
fporidence and harmony between the tone of their voices, and the difplay
of their limbs. One or two of the performers being not quite fo perfett
as the reft, afforded us an opportunity of exercifing our judgment by
comparifon ; and it muft be confeffed, that the ladies who moft excelled,
exhibited a degree of graceful attion, for the attainment of which it is
difficult to accoynt. :

In each of thefe firft parts the fongs, attitudes, and a&ions, appeared
to me of greater variety than I had before noticed amongft the people of
the great South Sea nation, on any former occafion. ' The whole, thou gh
I am unequal to its defcription, was fupported with a wonderful degree of
fpirit and vivacity ; fo much indeed that fome of their exertions were made
with fuch a degree of agitating violence, as feeméd to carry the .per-
formers beyond what their ftrength was able to fuftain; and had 1 the per-
formance finifhed with the third a&, we fhould have retired fromi“their

theatre
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theatre with a much higher idea of the moral tendency of their drama,
than was conveyed by the offenfive, libidinous fcene, exhibited by the ladies
in the concluding part. The language of the fong, no doubt, corre-
{ponded with the obfcenity of their #&ions; which were carried to-a de-
gree of extravagance that were calculated to produce nothing but difguft,
even to the mott licentious.

This hooarak occupied about an hour, and concluded with the de-
fcending fun, it being contrary to law that fuch reprefentations fhould
continue after that time of day. ~ The {pe&ators inftantly retired in the
moft orderly manner, and difperfed in the greateft good humour; appa-
rently highly delighted with the entertainment they had received. But
as the gratification I had promifed on this occafion required the abfence of
light, and could not be exhibited to advantage until a late hour, the mul-
titude were permitted to re-affemble in our neighbourhood foon afierwards
for this purpofe. :

Our exhibition commenced about feven in the evcmng, and as we.

ftill poflefled a confiderable variety of fire-works in a tolerably good
ftate of prefervation, an ample aflortment was provided; and on being
thrown off, they produced from the expe@ing multitude fuch acclama-
tions of {urprize and admiration from all quarters, as may be eafily ima-
gined to arife from the feelings of perfons totally unacquainted with
objeéts of fuch an extraordinary nature. ZTamaakmaak fired the two firft
rockets; but there were only one or two of the chiefs who had courage
fufficient to follow his example; and it was obferved amongft thofe who
were near us at the time, that in shefe apprehenfion was more predomi-
nant than pleafure. The whole concluded with fome excellent Bengal-
.llglxts, which illuminating the neighbourhood to a great diftance, almoft
equal to the return of day, feemed to produce more general fatisfattion
than the preceding part of the exhibition; and on its being announced,
that the light was fhewn to conduét them fafely to their refpettive habita-
tions, the crowd reured and in the fpace of half an hour the ufual ftill-
nefs of the night was fo completely reftored, that it would rather have
en imagined there had not been a fingle firanger in our neighbourhood,
than that thoufands had fo recently departed.
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As the number of thefe Itrangers had increafid, fo a gradual augmen-
tation of the king’s nightly guard had taken place; but on this evening
the guards were at leaft doubled, and in number amountéd to about forty,
armed with pallaloos and iron daggers, and flationed in different places
about the royal refidence. . o :

This having been the twelfth day’s abfence of Mr. Menzies and his
party, and having far exceeded the limits of time that I e‘cpe&ed their
propofed excurfion could have required, I becan to be anxious left fome
accident or indifpofition had detained them in the interior country; (be-
ing perfeétly fatistied that therc was not the leaft danger to be appre-
hended from the natives,) efpecially 4s I had received only one note from
the party, and that on the commenccmerit of their journey from the fouth
point of the ifland; and although their excurfion had not at that time
been attended with the expedition I could have withed, yct I had realon
before now to have expeéted their return.

The périod of -our departure being faft approaching, in order that
we might be in readinefs to fail on the arrival of the party, I diretted
that every thing fhould ‘be prepared the next morning for embarking
{fuch mattérs as we had on fhore. Moft of the principal chiefs having, as
ufual, joined our party at breakfaft, the highelt fatisfaétion and admira-
tion was expreffed at the exhibition that clofed the entertainments of the
preceding day; whilft the preparations that were making for our depar-
ture occafioned a univerfal regret. It was well known that I had already
exceeded the time of my intended ftay, and that the hour would come
when a feparation muft inevitably take place, and probably never to
meet again.  Such were the topics of our converfation round the
breakfaft table, when information was brought that a. cartridge box,
which the centinel had fuffered to lie carelefsly about, had been flolen
from on board the Chatham. On this unplealant circumftange being
firlt reported, Tamaahmaah fecmed to be indifferent ag to its recovery .
alledging that the centinel had been much in fault in not having taken
proper care of his accoutrements. His realoning Whas undoubfedly cor-
ret, and I would willirgly have .pa{red the tran(grefhon unnoticed, rath,er'
than have rifked the chance of any interruption to our prefent harmony ;°

had
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had not the uniform negative that I had put upon every {olicitation from
thefe people, for arms or ammunition, and which was only to be fup-
ported by, faying, that all fuch articles belonged to His Majelty King
George, and that they were ftri€tly fghooed, rendered it -abfolutely necel-
fary that I{hould infift on the reftitution of the thing ftolen.

The converfation that this unlucky incident produced, drew for a fhort
ume a veil of gloom over the cheerfulnefs which had generally pre-
vailed ; and although this was extremely unpleafant at {o interefting a
period, it was attended with the good effect of ftunulating the king to
fend Kahowmotoo in queft of the cartridge-box, who, in about half an
honr, brought it to us. It had begn found in the houfe of*Cavaheeroo,
the chief of ‘the difiriét of Kano, and the principal perlon at the village
Kowrowa ; but of the thief, who was a womap, no tidings could be
procured; as fhe had either made her elcape, or was prote&ed under

the peculiar privileges with which that village 1s endowed, in rrwm<r pro=

tettion to offenders of various defcriptions, whilft they remain mthm its
precinéts, ‘

The accoutrement however being reflored, with its contents undirmi-
nifhed and in good order, all parties were inflantly reconciled, and our fo-
cicty brought back to its former flandard of harmony and good fpirits ;
though it was apparent that the latter had received fome lhite chedk, in
confequence of the indications of the near approach of our departure,
by the removal of our {everal matters from the fhores to the veffels.

In the afternoon, muelligence was brought that our travellers had reach-
¢d the fummit of Mowna Roa, and that they were on their way back ; but,
from the native whd brbusht us this information, it appeared, that they

would yet be fome days before they arrived, as they mended to return
by land, and the roads they had to pais were very indifferent.

Having refumed my refidence on board the fhip, I was on friday compli-
mented with a forntal vifit from all the grcat perfonages in the neighbour-
hood, except Cavaheeron; who, having accepied the flolen cartridge-box,
I confidered as an aecctlary in the theft, and on that account I would not

. penmt him to cnter the fhip. This exception was no fmall mortificauon
#{o-his-pride, nor difappointment to his Interefl, as nonc of his aflociates
returned
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ral93  returned to the fhore without a handfome token of my efteem. Tumaah-
‘—— molgo, and his retinue, though lefs deferving of fuch marks of atten-
' tion, and with little claim to any ‘acknowledgment from me, were not
omitted, but received fuch prefents as their refpe@tive conditions and
the occafion feemed to demand. With :this party had come a daughter
of Tamaakniaah, about nine years of age. - She had not vifited us when
we were here before, nor had we ever feen her until the arrival of
Tamaakmatoo, to whofe charge fhe had fome time fince been entrufted for
the purpole of being educated and brought up agreeably to the cuftom
of thele iflands.  She bore a ftriking likenels to her father, and though
far from being handfome, had an exprelﬁve mtelhgent countenance, and
was a very cheerful and engaging girl.

All the chiefs that were expefted being now aﬂ'embled I inquired of
the king when the propofed voluntary ceffion of the ifland was to be
conﬁrmed A fhort converfation immediately took place between Ta-
maakmaak and fome of his counfellors then prefent ; the refult of which
was, ‘that as a taboo-poory was to commence on the evening of the enfuing.
funday, and would continue until tuefday morning, they were unani-
mouﬂy of opinion, that it would be highly proper to embrace that op-
portunity of rcconfultmg the priefls,- that each might be fully fatisfied
with the propriety of the meafure they were about to adopt. Tamaah-
maah at the fame time requefted, that I would attend him at the grand
morai during the interdition.

‘This was a reply that I did not altogether like, nor dld I expeét it, as
they wereall convinced how anxious, I now was to take my.departure.
A final appeal to the priefts, however, I was given fo underftand, could
not be difpenfed with ; and as there was little probability of the party
from Mowna Roa returning much before that time, I was induced to pro-
mife that I would comply with their wifhes.

There appeared little reafon to believe that the cemon would not be
made, although fome previous ceremonies were ftill wanting, before thcy
would be enabled to make the furrender in forn},* which at *this time
was fixed for the following tuefday; immediately after which, I in- -
tormed them, 1 fhould fail with. the 1and wind for Tyahtatooa and 'I'oemglf‘v

3 to
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to the former, for the purpofe of more particularly examining the an-
chorage, and to the latter for the purpofe of procuring fuch a further
ftock of refrefh{nents as we could conveniently takc; well knowing that
we ought to place little dependence op the precarious fupply that Moewee,
Woahoo, or the reft of the iflands to leeward might afford. 'T'he whole
of the party did me the favor to fay, that they would remain on board
until we quitted Owhyhee. :

I was very much concerned to find, that my carnell endeavours to
bring about a reconciliation, and to eftablifh peace amonglt thefe
iflands, had proved unfuccefsful. The mutual diftrull that continued
to exilt amongft the people of the feveral iflands, which I had forefeen
to be the gr.cateﬂ diﬂiculty'there was to combat, and which I had ap-
prehended would be an infurmountable obftacle, had proved fatal to the
attainment of this defirable objeét. Immediately on my arrival here, I
inquired if my letter from Mowee had been received, and reccived “an
anfwer in the ncgative. But I was given to underfland, that a {mall party
from that ifland had arrived on the weltern fide of Owhyhee, whofe ob-
je€t was fulpeéted to be that of feizing on fome of the inhabitants there,
for the purpole of taking them away, and of {acrificing them m their re-
ligious rites at Mowee; and fome reports went fo far as to affert that
this diabolical obje€l had been effe€ted. On further inquiry, however,
this faét appeared to be by no mcans eftablifhed ; as it was pohitively -
fifted on by fome, and by others as pofitively denied.  One circumitance.
however, both parties-agreed in, that of tlic people from Mowee having
been under. the neceflity of making a halty retreat. I could not under-
ftand that any chief’ was in the neighbourhood of the place where they
had landed ; and Tamaakhmaah himfelf, either from a conviflion that they
had been unfairly dealt with, or that I fhould difapprove of the fulpici-
ous narrow policy that had influenced the conduét of his people on
this occafion, was 'unwilling to allow that he had been made duly ac
quainted with their. arrival, and was always defirons of avoiding the
fubjc& ir converfaudi.

* After many attempts to fix his attention, I at length explained to him
what was the refult of my negociation with the chiefs at Mowee: and
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he then feemed to concur in opinion with me, that the party from
Mowee who had landed on the weftern fide of Owhyhee, could be no
other than the embafly charged with my lettcr, and invefted with powers
to negociate for a general pacificatipn.

It was fome time before I was able to make mylelf thoroughly mafter
of thefe circumftances; yet long before I had afcertained with any to-
lerable precifion what was the ftate of the bufinefs, I was perfe€tly con-
vinced that no overturcs of this nature would be attended with fuccels,
and that nothing but by my pafling backwards and forwards between the
feveral iflands in the manner before ftated, would anfwer any good pur-
pofe; could I have done this, I engertained no doubt of accomplifthing
this defirable objet; but neither our circumflances nor our time would
admit of my engaging in this tafk, particularly at the prefent feafon of the”
year, when very boifterous weather ufually prevails amongft thefe iflands,

“aguinft which we fhould occafionally have been obliged to beat to

windward. - Our fails, rigging, and prabably our mafts, would neceflarily
have fuffered in point of wear and tear, even fhould we have been {o for-
tunate to have avoided any material damage by accident; and as our
ftock of thofe effential articles, even with the fupply we had received from
port Jackfon, which was very fhort of what I had requefted, demanded
the greateft aeconomy and care to make'them laft, without fubjeéting us
to unpleaﬁmt and even difaftrous circumftanc es, during our progrefs in
the unaccomplifhed part of our voyage; I was under the neceffity of.
declining any further perfonal interference, notwithflanding that I was
fatisfied the happinefs and tranquillity of many thoufands might have been
fecured, at lcaft for a time, could I have undertaken this important bufi-
nefs, ‘
This convittion did not fail to claim a great fharc of my attennon but
the execution of the [everal important objeéis of our voyage that ycet re-
mained unfinithed, and which were of an extenfive nature, comjelled me
to give up all thoughts of {econdary confiderations.. The completion of
our bufinefs that appertained to the north pacifie ocean, I had fo far
hopes of effetting in the courfe of the enfuing feafon, that I had not de.
manded the return of the Dwedalus with a further fupply of ftores, -ner

indeed
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mndeed was it certain that fuch a fupply could have been obtained from Febroh

port Jackfon; we had therefore to rely on the difpenfations of Divine S

Providence, and;our own care and frhgality, for the accomph{hment of

the remaining part of our furvey withythe ftores we had {lill remaining.
Tamaakmaah havmg become acquainted with our intended route from

Karakakooa, and being watchful to embrace every opportunity by which

he could .continue his good offices, either for our prefent com(on, or our

future welfare, ordered one of his principal domeltics to depart imme-

diatcly for Toeaigh; there to provide according to his dirc¢tions fuch

things as-we flood in need of, and to have them i icadinels for em-

barkation on our arrival. .
After thefe, and other lefs important arrangements had been made re-
lative to our departure, the king with his companions returncd to the
fhore. About this time the gentlemen made their appearance from Mowna
Roa, having defcended from the mountains in a ftraight line to th¢
{ca fhore, from whence they had returned by water; but had not this
been their route, their journey hither would have occupied fome few
days more. At firlt fight of the travellers I regretted the delay I had fo
recently conlented to; but it was now too late to retract, efpecially as, on
the moft trivial occafions, I had made it a point to perform all promifes
made to thefe people with ferupulous punétuality.  Two or three days
therefore were not of fufhcient importance to us, to induce my breaking
«in upon the arrangements I had juft made with Tamdakmaah; who would
cafily have difcovered, .that nor.ew caulc had arifen for any alteration in
our plan; and I therefore determingd to remain contented until tuefday,
when the reftriftions ‘of the taboo were to ccafe. This afforded an op-
-portunity to fome of the officers, whole attention to their feveral duties
had confined them hitherto to the fea fhore, to make a {hort excurfion
into the adjacent country.

The b‘uilding of Tamaakmaah’s veflel was now {o far advanced, that I
confidered its completion an eafy talk for his people to perform under
the direftien of Boids ‘who moft probably had, by his attention to our

. aarpenters, added fome information to his former knowledge in fhip-
bdilding. Her frame was completely fixed, and all that remained to be
-2 done
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done was fome part of the planking, and fitting up her infide according
to the tafte and fancy of Tamaahmaah. Having no doubt but all this

Saturday 22, would be effefted with litde difficulty by themfelves, on faturday our

Sunday 23,

carpenters were ordered to repair ¢nboard with their tools.  Befides the
afliftance I had afforded in building the hull of the veflel, I had furnifhed
Tamaakmaak with all the iron work fhe would further require; oakum
and pitch for caulking, proper mafls, and a fet of {chooner fails, with
canvafs, needles, and twine to repair them hereafter. With refpett to
cordage, they had a fufliciency of their own manufaéture for her rigging,
{chooner fafhion, and every other neceffary purpofe.

Tamaaktmaah was excecdingl'y well pleafed, and thankful for our cxer-
tions; and it was extremely gratifying to my feelings to refleft, that fuch
valuable opportunities fhould have offered for beftowing this gratifi-
cation upon the king, and many eflential benefits upon his people; all

>*0f whom were now well convinced, that thele fuperior advantages were

only to be obtained by the conftant exercife of the fame honefty and ci-
vility, by which thefe had been fecured to- them on the prefent occafion.

Very little doubt can be entertained of the exalted pleafure Ta-
maahmaah would cnjoy in the attainment, by honorable means, of fo
defirable an objett as his new fchooner; elpecially at thofe times, when
his mind recurring to the virtuous caufes that had given him {o valu-
able a poffeflion, he would naturally make a comparifon between them,
and the criminal meafures pusfued by Tamaahmotoo for a fimilar acquifi-
tion; which he had no fooner poflefled by treachery and barbarity, than
he was de.prwed of 1t with indelible marks of mfamy, and the lofs of his
reputation and charaéter.

On funday evening, agreeably to my promife, accompanial Tamaatk-
maah to the morai, and fubmitted to all the forms, rcghlations, and re-
ftri€tions of the taboo. The ceremonies were fimilar to thofe I had before
obferved, though they were more concile, lefs formal, and attended by
fewer perfons.

I was not on this, as on the former occafion, ptrely an idle {pettator;
but was in fome degree one of the aftors. Whilft in the morning the
principal ceremonies and pravets were performing, I was called upon 'to

give
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give my opinion on feveral matters that were agitated at one time by
the king, and at others by the principal priefts. Amongft thefe, was
the propricty of their remaining at %peace, or making war againit the
other iflands? The ceffion of the flagd; and if by that voluntary mea-
fure, they would be confidered as the fubjes of Great Britain? Under
this impreflion, in what manner 'ought they to condutt themfelves to-
wards all ftrangers, as well thofe who might vifit therm from civilized
nations, as the inhabitants of the neighbouring iflands? With thefe, and
fome other queftions of lefs importance, I was very ferioufly interro-
gated; and I made fuch anfwers to each as was confiflent with my own
fituation, and, as I confidered, werg moft likely to tend 1t future to
their happinéfs and tranquillity.

I was not prohibited in my turn from offering my fuggeftions, or de-
nfanding their attention to my requifitions. Anxious left the objett I

had {o long had in view fhould hercafter be dcfeated; namely, that-of

cltablifhing a breed of fheep, cattle, and other Europcan animals in thefe
iflands, which with fo much difhculty, trouble, and concern, 1 had at
length fucceeded fo far as to import in good health and in a thriving con-
dition; I demanded, that they fhould be tabooed for ten ycars, with a

difcretionary power in the king alone to appropriate a certain number of

the males of cach {pecies, in cafe that fex became predominant, to the ufe
of his own table; but that in"fo doing the women {hould not be pre-
«cluded partaking of them, as the intention of their being brought to the
ifland was for the geperal ufe and benefit of every inhabitant of both
{exes, as foon as their numbers {hould be fufficiently increafed to allow
of a general diftribution amongft the pcople. T his was unanimoufly
-approvcd of, and faith['ully Promifcd to be obferved with onc exception
only; that with rclpef to the meat of thele feveral animals, the women
were to be put on the fame footing as with their dogs and fowls; they
were to be allowed 0 eat of them, but not of the identical animal that
men had partaken, or of which they were to partake. Much con-
verfation «took place®on thefe different fubjeéls, when not otherways
engiged in funttions of a religious nature; all.thefe ceafing at fun-
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
